LABOR CONGRESS 
FAVORS POLICE 
FORMING UNIONS

MASS MEETINGS PLANNEDRome, Thursday, Sept. 27.—Alarmist 
reports are current in this city, one 
being that a civil war is imminent. On 
one side would be ranged the nation- 
ist and militarist factions, which 
would be opposed by the Socialists. 
Several generals are credited with the 
intention of heading the militarist fac­
tion with a view to controlling the Gov- 
mment. it being said that they be- 
eve the weakness of those in power 
ince the armistice caused the present 

leadlock. Some of these generals have 
already been mentioned as being in 
league with Captain Gabriele d'Annun- 
tio before the Fiume raid, with the ob­
ject of overthrowing by force the Xitti 
cabinet and replacing it with a military 
lictatorship.

The navy is reported as being even 
more dissatisfied than the army, hav- 
ing, according to naval officers' state- 
ments, suffered more from "the lack 
of consideration of their Anglo-French 
colleagues, who have acted as if they 
were masters of the Adriatic and have 
favored Jugo-Slav claims."

Tittoni Favored Resignations,
Foreign Minister Tittoni is said to

have expressed the belief that the first 
thing to be done in the present serious 
situation was for the cabinet to re­
sign, thus eliminating one reason for 
discord—opposition to men now in 
power.

Premier Nitti considered that the 
resignation of the cabinet would be an 
admission either of culpability or weak- 
ness, which would make the situation 
worse. He added that he "naturally 
was ready and desirous to be relieved 
of the tremendous responsibility of 
anyone who would suggest a man bet­
ter fitted to cope with a terrible crisis."

Workmen numbering approximately 
1,000,000 are now on strike, and dis­
satisfaction is growing everywhere at 
the constantly increasing cost of living. 
It is impossible for the government to 
call any man to the colors, especially 
after having recently pardoned all 
deserters under the proclamation of 
amnesty.

FORMER PREMIER 
ADVOCATES CALLING 
GENERAL ELECTION

Rome, Friday, Sept. 26.—Giovannio 
Gioliotti, former premier, is earnestly 
advocating the calling of a general 
election. He said:

"A general election would bring be­
fore the entire nation problems, some 
graver than that of Fiume, with which 
Italy must earnestly cope if she does 
not wish to be plunged into poverty 
for an unlimited number of years."

Men Are Endeavoring To Add

Pittsburg, Pa., Sept. 27.—The close of 

the first week of the steel workers strike 
was not expected to see any radical 
changes in the situation. Both sides 
today virtually marked time waiting 
for Monday, when both steel companies 
and strike leaders expect a change. 
Steel company officials said - they did 
not expect any considerable number of 
men to return to the mills today, but 
did look for a general influx with the 
beginning of the new week.

Strike leaders are prepared for any 
alleged attempts of the companies to 
make a breach in the ranks of the 
strikers, mass meetings were planned 
for late this afternoon, tonight and to­
morrow in a number of places in the 
expectation of holding the men already 
out and persuading wavering workers to 
join the strikers.

Men Renew Efforts.
There has been a. great concentration 

of organizers in this district to spread 
the strike, and every effort will be 
made to shut down the big plants of 
the Carnegie Steel Company that are 
still in operation in this section. Re­
newed efforts to bring out the Jones 
& Laughlin men in the district is also 
to be made. Chief interest about strike 
headquarters today was the meeting of 
the steel workers' national committee. 
The meeting was called to take action 
on the proposed strike against the Beth, 
lehem Steel Company, called for Mon­
day, but it is expected the committee 
will also consider questions that have 
arisen In connection with the strike in 
this part of the state since it last met

London, Sept. 27.—Inquirers at all steam railway stations in 
London this morning received the uniform reply of “no trains 
running" as a result of the strike order issued at midnight by the 
National Union of Railwaymen.

While a number of the underground lines in this city contin­
ued operation during the early hours today, it was declared the 
decision of the underground motormen’s union last night to sup­
port the National Union of Railwaymen will result in a complete 
tie-up of the subways today. Thousands could not be accommo­
dated by the wholly inadequate bus and tram services which were 
in operation this morning, and were obliged to walk to work.

SUPPORT IS PLEDGED

Granting of National Charter 
to Unions Is Also Recom­

mended.

Hamilton, Sept. 27.—Legislation re- 
stricting the right of policemen to or­
ganize and affiliate with the Dominion 
Trades and Labor Congress was op­
posed by the special committee ap­
pointed by the congress to inquire into 
the question of police organization. This 
is included in one of two resolutions 
which constitute the report. The other 
resolution favors the granting of a 
national charter to unions who have 
expressed a desire to form a national 
federation. Indorsation of the report 
was made by the congress late last 
night. The motion reads:
Whereas, at a meeting of police 

chiefs assembled in Calgary, a resolu- 
tior was passeed urging legislative re­
striction of the right of policemen to 
organize and affiliate with the Trades 
and Labor Congress of Canada, and.

"Whereas, such legislative action 
would he an intolerable infringement 
of the inherent right of every man to 
associate himself with his fellows for 
mutual protection and advancement;

“Therefore, be it resolved that this
