BOMINION BONDS
T0 PAY OFF DEBT

Ottawa - Government Con-
cludes Big Transaction in
" War Finance.

_FOR BASIS OF CREDITS

Hundred Million of F lo;-.ting
Indebtedness to Be Dis-
charged.

- OTTAWA, Aug. 8—A transaction
of thy greatest importance to Domin-
fon and. imperial war finance has been
concluded between the minister of
finance and the British treasyry,

For a period after the outbreak of
the war, the Canadian Government
horrowed the greater part of its war
expediture from the imperial govern-
ment. Subsecjuently, by reason of im-
protement in the revenues of the Do-
minjon and the successful flotations of
its loans on this aside of the Atlantic,
the Dominijon became able 10 finance
its . war expenditure in Canada, and
also to assist the British Gcvernment
in financing here its purchases thru
the imperial munitions board. For over
4 year now the Dominion finance de-
purtment has borrowed from the im-
perial treasury only the amount re-
presented by your expenditures in
Great Britain and at the front. All
advances so far received from the
British Government have been enter-
¢4 in the books of the Dominion as
temporary borrowings.

To Pay Off Debts,

.Iinder. the arrangement which s
now being made,the Dominfon Govern-
ment will pay off from time to time
ils temporary indebtedness to the
FPritish Government by the issue to
the imperial treasury of Dominion
bonds, bearing the same rate of in-
terest, and having the same muaturi-
tics as the ‘issues of the imperial gov-
crnment, from the proceeds of which
the advances have been made, The
amount of the bonds will be caleulat-
cd, having regard to the issue prica

the Dominjon Government will, with-
outl any flotation expenses, fund its
temporary indebtedness by the sale
of its bonds to the imperial treasury,
bearing interest at the favorable rate
at which the imperial government
has been able to borrow in the I.on-
don market since the outbreak of the
war. The Dominion Government bonds
will bz payable in dollars, and all
necessary adjustments of ecxchange
will be made. On the whole; the ex-
change has been most favorable to
the Dominion.
To Discharge Big Liability.

The first transaction will {nvolve
the extinguishing of over one -hundred
millions of temporary indebtedness of
the Dominfon by the issue to the Bri-
tish treasury of three and one-half
per cent. and four and one-h:ilf per
cent. dollar bonds, maturing in 1928
and 1945. These Doniinion hends will
not be sold, but will furnish the basis
of imperial banking credits in United
States and Canada, from which pay-
ments will be made on this side of the
Atlantic. The arrangement thus great-
ly assists the British Government in
its financing of the purchases of the
munitions and supplies for which dol-
Jar credits are necessary. The plan
embodics the preposal made by the
minister of finance t¢ Lord Reading
tnd the representatives of the Bri-
tish treasury when in New York last
cutumn., arranging the $500,000,000
Anglo-French loan. The minister had
in view the purpose of clearing up by
the issue of permanent securities, the
floating- indebtedness of the Dominion,
and at the same timc¢ providing the
imperial government with the hest of
rollateral for banking advances. 'The
Dominion securities will, of course, not
be sold, but will continue to he owned
by the imperial government,
