Her body was found but a short distance from
where she made her final bed. Itis presumed that
she had walked until her limbs were either frozen
or quite benumbed ; and that trying to get over a
log, or root, she had fallen, and finding herself un-
able to rise, had deliberately adjusted her clothing,
and had lain down to die. It is probable that she
was considerably frozen before she finally sank un-
der her sufferings, as several pounds of ice were fro-
| zen to her clothing in such a manner as to render it
certain that it must have accumulated while she was
travelling. Of course, any opinion as to when the
poor sufferer died, must Ye mere conjecture. Con-
sidering the weather, she probably could not have
survived the eufferings of Tuesday night. She had”
travelled a good many miles, and crossed several
dreadful swamps.
