LGERMAN DRUGS.
F. A. Hocking, of the London Hospital, 

speaking at the Society of Arts, said 
that of eighty vegetable drugs used at 
the London Hospital, few were produced 
in the Central Empires. Those import­
ed from Germany—such as aconite, bel­
ladonna, valerian, and so fortli—could be 
obtained elsewhere, and some of them 
had always grown in England. Our de­
pendence on Germany was for “synthe­
tics” such as antipyrin, novocain, phe- 
nacetin, resorcin, aspirin, and similar 
drugs, but these were now being manu­
factured in large quantities in England.
