Shanghai. Conditions at Foo
Chow are approaching a state
of  civil war, and disorder is
threatened. The Southerners are
opposed in their advance there
only by one brigade of Northern
troops under Tuchun Chow Yin-
Jen, provincial ruler. All other
Fukienese troops have with-
drawn from the frontier to a
point within the city.

Jules F. Riviere, Paris, said to be the
first radiologist to apply the roentgen
rays to the treatment of diseases,
maintained that cancer is a manifes-
tation of a general breakdown of the
nervous system.
