Simmons, a wealthy Englishman, for­
merly of Sydney, Australia, visited 
Switzerland in 192$ and stayed at 
Moudon, a little town near Lausanne, 
where he became acquainted with a 
Swiss girl, Mile. Madeline Francis.

Mr. Simmons died at Moudon soon 
after his arrival, but before his death 
he chanced his will in favor of Mile. 
Francis, to whom he left his fortune, 
thereby disinheriting his brothers and 
sisters in Sydney. They contested the 
will and placed the matter in the 
hands of the Public Trustee of Syd­
ney, who wrote to the Swiss authorities 
demanding the original document.

This could not be sent to Australia 
because, by a curious law dating back 
to 1836, in the Canton of Vaud it is 
prohibited to send original testaments 
outside the canton. Mile. Francis’ 
lawyer, M. Vacheron, informed the 
Public Trustee of this law, and for­
warded a copy and a photograph of the 
will to Sydney.

The Australian authorities, however, 
were not satisfied and informe'! M. 
Vacheron that unless they re v! red 
the original copy of the will by Nov. 
20 Mr. Simmons’ property and fortune, 
which are in Sydney, would be divided 
amohg his relations.

In this dilemma Mlle. Francis* law­
yer has made a petition in haste to 
the Grand Council of Moudon to de­
liver the will to his client so that she 
may send it to Sydney, 
will lose the fortune which she legally 
inherited. The council will give its 
decision shortly.
