V INDEX TO TODAY'S TIMESBULLETIN WINNIPEG AND THE ICE MAN Judgment in the case of Vanwart et al, 
executors, etc., of James W. Belyea, and 
The Diocesan Synod of Fredericton, et al, 
was delivered by Mr. Justice McLeod this 
morning.

The testator, James W. Belyea, a native 
of, Queens county, died on Jan. 26, 1911, 
leaving a will dated April 17, 1902. By it 
he bequeathed to the Episcopal denomina­
tion of Queens county, $1.000, to be used 
by them for home and foreign missiohs; 
to the Methodist. denomination of fQueens 
county, $1,000, to be used for home and 
foreign missions; to the free Baptist gen­
eral conference of New Brunswick, $1,000 
for the same purpose; to the Deaf and 
Dumb Society of New Brunswick, $200. 
The testator had money deposited in dif­
ferent banks in the city and was in the 
habit of coming from his home in Wick­
ham once every year and drawing the in­
terest. A short time before his death he 
met with an accident which prevented 
him from coming to the city and he sent 
his wife for the interest but the banks re­
fused to give it to her. A deposit slip was 
made out, placing the money in their joint 
names.

The plaintiffs cop tended (1) that the 
money being in the banks in the joint 
names of both husbsnd and wife, on the 
death of one the money reverted to the 
survivor and (2) that the gifts to the dif 
feront denominations were not charitable 
bequests and failed for uncertainty.

His Honor in his judgment reviewed 
the evidence at some length and found (1) 
that the money was placed by the testator 
in his wife’s name as a, matter of con­
venience aïld not with the intention of 
vesting it in her, and (2) that there was 
no doubt as to what denominations were 
meant, and tbp. will would therefore be 
sustained.

SIGNS OF SPRING ■

New York, Feb. 20—Prominent flour 
trade representatives of New York met 
yesterday to take action on the proposals 
made by the Canadian commission on 
trade relations relative to adopting a sys­
tem of reciprocal preferential duties on 
flour shipments exported to the British 
West Indies.

According to a report submitted by C. 
J. Austin, chief of the bureau of trade 
and transportation of the Produce Ex­
change, the Canadian commission has re­
commended that a preferential / duty of 
approximately twenty-four, cents a barrel 
or bag of Canadian flour exported to the 
West Indies, be put into effect.

The local flour trade and especially the 
principal American flour exporters to the 
West Indies were most emphatic in their 
protests against such action by Canada, 
holding this to be discriminatory and un­
fair. Resolutions demanding the passage 
of retaliatory tariff legislation by congress 
against West Indian importers into the 
United States, in the event of the prefer­
ential duty being accorded to Canadian 
flour imports in the West Indi es, will be 
framed by the board of managers of the 
Produce Exchange and a special commit­
tee of five members was appointed to take 
further action and report later.
