Since the ‘time
they took charge of the library théy
have had only one year’s grant at their
disposal. This, though a substantial
sum, $5,000, does not suffice for every-
thing, and to render the library popular
much, of it had to he devoted to the
purchase of fiction. There was scarce-
ly anything to take over from the.old
library, but the numerous works @ of
American history and biograph which,
in the absence of similar books of. a
Canadian character, rouséd the ire.of
many of the visitors, came from this
source.  The board has kept before it
the necessity for fostering the Can-
adian spirit, and consequently this year
the cayillers will be satisfied.

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COMMITTED TO ASYLUM.

Esther Mitchell Taken to State Institution
at Steuacoom.
—

Seattle, Feb. 20.—Esther Mitchell, who
since last July has been confined in the
county jail, charged with the murder of
her brother, George Mitchell, left for the
state asylum for the insane at Steilacoom
at noon. The commitment was signed by
Superior Judge Frater this forenoon im-
mediately upon the receipt of the answer
from the Superme court conveying formal
notification that Judge Frater's act in
calling a lunacy commi on: to investigate
the ‘mentdl.condition of the girf 'was legal.

Dating - back from May: last, when
George Mitchell shot and killed Franz
Edmund Creflield, notorious the leader
of the religious sect known as the Holy
Rollers, the members of  the Mit 1
family have been.objects of public inter
est and also of much judicial procedure.
George Mitchell killed the Holy Roller
leader Dbecause the latter’s influ e
over: Esther Mitchell. “Afterig trial last=
ing ‘nearly twg weeks, Mitehell was ac-
quitted of the charge of murder on thg
grounds of insanity, and two days later
he was shot dead by his sister just as he
was preparing tc board a train for Port-
land, - Ore.

Hurt ' Crefficld, wife
leder; and after the arrest Mrs. Creffield
and Esther Mitchell admitted that the
killing of George Mitchell had been talked
over between them and that they had d
cided that he must die and that the sister
should do the shooting, because she would
have a better epportunity than' weould the
Crefiield woman.

Both. were charged with murder in the
first degree, pleaded guilty and a date set
for their trial. Before this date arrived
Superior Judge Frater summoned a
lunacy commi n which found the wo-
men insane.

The
appellate tribunal eventually handed down
a -decision sustaining Judge Frater except
with regard to the latter’s .decision
send the women te Oregon,
do this being denied.
