TOLD TO. CLEAR OUIT.

Vessel Found in ‘Barkley Sound Ordered
By Capt. Newcomb to Leave.

The Dominion fisheries steamer Kes-
trel, Capt. Newcomb, arrived from  the
West - Coast “"Wednesday affér“a rruise
around Vancouver Island, on which voy-
age all the different important places en
route were visited. The steamner was on
patrol duty, and the trip wds made es-
pecially for the purpose of apprehending
any poachers which might hdppen to be
along the coast. Only one fvesself was
sighted. She was the schooper Myrtle,
of Seattle, which was in Bafkley Sound.
‘When seen this vessel was cruising about
the Sound, but her business there was
not apparent. Her captain‘stated that
she had put in there through stress of
weather, but as the atmospheric condi-
tions were fine at the time, Capt. New-
comb gave the stranger orders' to clear
out without delay, which she-did.

Capt. Newcomb says thata numbet?f
such vessels not only engage:in poach-
ing, but smuggle goods in to:the island
as well. Off shore a number of sealers
were sighted. The Indians reported that
one of these schoomers was a- Japanese
vessel, and the other, they thought, was
a Vietoria sealer. Had either been
caught within the three-mile limit it
would have been seized.

From having stopped at a2 number of
ports on the upper coast, and from con-
versations which he had with several
old-time Indians, Capt. Newecomb is of
the opinion that the report circulated re-
garding the discovery of a mysterious
cave on Quatsino Sound was a. fairy
tale. Several Indians had gone in search
©Of the cave, and had hunted along the
coast for the last month, but never found
any trace of the unmderground cavern.

At Eucluelet the Indians were having

a big ¢elebration over the capture of a
whale, huge pieces of which had fougd
their way all along the coast. KEach of
the tribes had a section of the large
carc¢ads, and in turn were feasting and
enjoying themselves.
. The only mine working on the coast at’
any of the places visited” was that at
Cypress Bay. Others had seémingly not
stirted as yet the season’s operations.

From Victoria the Kestral will pro-
ceed ‘to Vancouver, where she will be
overhauled before leaving again for the
Nerth.

His
Majesty stated that a lengthy' communi-
cation to the home authorities has been
prepared, setting forth the particulars of
the trouble, and asking for redress at the
hands of the Imperfal government. This
has been prepared in triplicate, one copy
being sent to the secretary of state for
the colonies, another to the British con-
sul at Tonga, and the third direct to His
Majesty King BEdward VII., accom-
panied by a covering letter in the hand-
writing of King George. It gives par-
ticulars in detail of the whole trouble,
and concludes with a series of questions
from the King of Tonga, who asks if he
and his council are free without inter-
ference from Great Britain, but subject
enly to the <onstitution and laws of
Tonga, to appoint and remove hig own
ministers and his cabinet, and to do the
same with  his country’s officials; also
whether ' Great Britain (threatened his
country with annexation ,if they exer-
cised any of the powers mentioned with-
out the prior consent of the high com-
migsioner or the British agent in Tonga;
and, finally, were the treaties of 1879
and 1900, as amended by fhe treaty of
1901, still binding between the two coun-
tries?

The lights  are fixed white
lights, shown . from 31-day Wigham
la , elevated 20 feet above high wa-
ter “mark. and ‘should be ' visible nine
'miles from all points of approach by wa-
ter. The ‘lluminating apparatus in each
cage consists of a pressed glass lens. The

' The beacons marking the channels of
the Big Slue, the ‘Serpentine, and Ni-
comek’l river, at Mud bay, British Co-
lumbia, described in notice to mariners
No. 23 of 1896, which had not been sys-
tematically kept in position and had
gradually disappeared, have been put in
order and all missing ones replaced. In
addition' three new beacons have been
established to mark the edge of the spit
‘extending southwestward from Blackie
spit. © The following bearings and dis-
tances give their positions:

1. From the westerly or outside bea-
con, the wharf at the head of the Big
Slue bears N. 24 degrees W. distaut 2
miles and 7 cables, and the southeast
%ng_ent of Roberts point S. 28 degrees

2. The middle beacon bears from the
outside beacon N, 12 degrees E. distant
5 1-10 cables.

3. The inside or easterly beacon bears
from the middle beacon N. 10 degrees B.
distant 8 1-10 cables. The wharf at the
head of the Big Slue bears from the east-
erly beacon N. 48 degrees W.

The beacons are composed of “three
piles braced together at the head and are
painted red.

The above three beacons dry at low
water.
