Manager of Atlantic Sugar
Refineries, Ltd.. explains
working of industry.

In acknowledging the vote of thanks
tendered him at the Rotary Club yes-
terday afternoon Mr. Seldensticker,
manager of the Atlantic Sugar Refin-
eries, Ltd., broke away for & few
moments from the technical nature
of his talk and spoke in a more per-
sonal manner.

“I have appreciated more than I can
say,” said he, “the very kindly re
marks which you have uttered today
with respect to the industrial under-
taking with which I am connected.
There have been, as you know, cer-
tain criticisms both of our institution
and of persons connected with it
Only your very friendly attitude im-
pels me to say what I am about to

say.

“The Atlantic Sugar Refineries Is
above all a purely Canadian institu-
tion. It is controlled and managed
by men who have in their ordinary
enterprises as Canadian citizens creat-
ed such a credit as will be more than
sufficient to refute all such criticism.
With respect to myself, if you are at
all interested, may I say that at a
time like the present, the name which
I bear is one which is looked at as-
kance. Yet my name is the only thing
to which any possible criticism can
be taken, and I am not responsible
for that.

“I am an American citizen, born of
American parents, and of pure English
stock on my mother's side. I have
no thoughts, no impulses, nor senti
ment of any nature whatever which
could find other than favor with any
of you gentlemen here today. My whole
feeling is as your own, and while 3 &
recognize that my name, a German
name, is unfortunate at the present
time I can assure you that it is noth-
ing more than a name and may be dis.
regarded. In our works there are em-
ployed a number of persons of German
descent brought here by myself. This
cohdition is readily understood. Cer-
tain branches of our work require a
high class of technical skill. The his-
tory of sugar refining in' the United
States shows that it has been large-
ly promoted by men of German des-
cent, such as Havemeyer, Spreckles,
Meyer and others. The German dis-
position, perhaps not so ambitious as
others, seems to be suited to the re-
quirements of this work, for certainly
among persons of German descent are
to be found some of the most skilled
artisans. Another branch of refining
is carried on in Scotland and there too
are to be found capable men. We have
now in our plant quite a number of
Scotch workers. This is the reason
we have engaged these people in the
United States. But I can assure you
that there is every intention on the
part of the owners of our business to
conduct that business in such a man-
ner as will win for it the warm sup-
port and sympathy of all the people of
St. John.”

INTERESTING TALK.
N THE DEVELOPMEAT
OF SUGAR BEFINNG

Rotary Club Members
hear address by Manager
of the Local Refinery.

At the regular meeting of the Ro-
tary Club yesterday the chief ad-
dress was given by Mr. Seidensticker
manager of the Atlantic Sugar Refin-
eries. Commissioner Wigmore was
in the chair and the attendance was
large. Brief remarks were made by
Rev. Mr. Gunn, mission secretary
of the Presbyterian church, who in the
course of his remarks said that de-
spite of the many calls for funds
arising from the war the various ac-
tivities of this church throughout
Canada had been sustained during the
past year even better thar ever before

Mr. Seldensticker.
Mr. Seidensticker touched on the
gradual development of the sugar

refining industry throughout the world
explaining that the use of beet sugar
had been due in a large measure to
the necessities of France during the
timetime of the Napoleonic wars,
that country having been deprived
of its supply of cane sugar through
the activities of the British fleet. He
traced also the rapid development cf
beet sugar by reason of the bonus
system formerly in vogue, which,
however, came to an end with the
Brussels convention as promoted by
Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, and the
remarkable gains made in cane sugar
production since the handicap was
removed
