Is to bring out the Individual, to de- 
▼elop his initiative, resourcefulness, 
and responsibility as main steps to 
building his character. Character Is 
everything. It Is on the top of char-. ^ 
acter that the Anal polish of technical 1
skill can then so easily be added. 1
whether It be for war purposes, or for ^ 
civic, commercial or Intellectual ca­
reers.

This Is a fact Which has now Im­
pressed Itself with no little force on 
the authorities, military, civic, and 
educational. They feel that the sec- 
ret of making successful aoldlers lies, 
not, as was formerly supposed. In giv­
ing the lads a thorough Instruction In 
drill and musketry, but In developing, 
as a first step, a solid foundation of 
morale and character on which to 
build the future soldier of citizen, 
whichever is needed.

It is partly due to this that although, 
cadet training has been accepted in 
the past, it does not altogether ,fulfil 
the needs of today, whether in imklng 
fighting men or in teaching dis*jne 
or physical developments. The groat 
factor for success in this training is 
the man 'behind the scenes—the 
Scoutmaster. The title of this article 
should be more properly stated as 
“Scoutmasters and Their Part In the 
War." For It Is entirely thnnlm to 
their handling and development of the 
scheme, and tb their sympathetic 
knowledge of the boy, that results 
have been arrived at, and In so short 
a space of time.
