In that beautiful poem of Enoch Ar-
den, Tennyson tells the touching story of
& man who returns after absence of years
and finds his beloved wife married to
another man. He goes away sadly and
resignedly, preferting to make the sacri-
fice rather than bring shame upon her
whom he had loved so well. :

The poet’s fancy has its counterpart in
the experience of David Ritchie of this
city with the variation that it was his
wife who returned and found him married
to another woman. Mr. Ritchie is a
moulder in the employ of 3. B. Wilson
& Co., and when young in life married
Miss Mary Jane Kane. They lived to-
gether a few years and their married life
was not happy and twenty yecars ago Mrs.
Ritchie went away to Boston and Jher
husband heard a report that she was dead.
In 1898 he married Carrie Anderson.

His feelings when his first wife appear-
ed at Wilson’s Foundry on last Wednes-
day afternoon and made herself known to
him may well be imagined. He quit. work
at once and has not returned since.

Mrs. Ritchie No. 1 says, however, that
her object in coming to St. John was not
to lay any claim to her husband but to
see her grown up son, whom she left as a
baby and who now has a baby of his
own. When Mrs. Ritchie went away
twenty years ago she left three children,
two daughters. and a son. The son was
adopted by Daniel Hanlan and known as
Michael Hanlan. About a year ago he
was married to Miss Hargraves and his
mother in Boston hearing of him then for
.the first time in many years, planned to
come on and see him. She arrived on
§Saturday, July 13, and has been staying
3t her son’s home, 257 Carmarthen street.

After leaving the first time Mrs. Ritchie
returned and took her two daughters
with her to Boston. The elder, Lizzie, is
married to an actor and is herself an ac-
tress of some note. The younger djed
four years ago, just as she was budding
into womanhood. :
“Mrs. Ritchie says  she entertains no
hard ,feelings toward her husband. She
eaid: I did not come to make any
trouble or ask him for support. I came
to see my son whom T left an infant in
arms and I find he has one of his own
now. I thought 1 would just call at the
foundry and see my husband, but 4 want
nothing further to do with him. My
errand was to suggest to him ‘that.he
should help his boy set up hou_sekeepmg,
but I did not expect him to do ke :
In the home at 182 Erin street, where
Mrs, Ritchie No. 2 has lived for eight
years, a very bitter spirit was manifested.
Mrs. Ritchic’s first action when a report-
er called Monday was to show a framed
marriage certificate to the effect that
Daniel Ritchie, of Sussex, and Carrie An-
derson, of St. John, were married by Rev.
W. O. Raymond on March 1st, 1898. Hav-
ing done this she said - bitterly: “I have

1
am a resident here, and have worked all
my life and intend to stay: here. My hus-
band has offered no explanation and I
have asked none. ‘We were married nine
years ago and kept company for five years
previous to marriage. He mentioned once
that he had heard that his first wife was
dead and to me he was nothing else than
a single man. He has been a
good husband to me and I can not believe
that this woman would have left him un-
less the difficulty was on her side.

“] have lived with him going on ten
years and ought to know something about
him. It is true that he is drinking now
but it is the first time in two years. This
is my baby’s picture here—hs and mine—
and two weeks before she died, nearly
two years ago, while its little life hung in
the balance, he went on his knees with
me and said he ‘would never taste a drop
again. Faithfully he has kept that prom-
ise until Jast Wednesday, when he came
home with the odor of liquor upon him
and told me brokenly that his first wife
was in town and was going to -make
trouble. It geems to me that she has
appeared as a living ghost to wreck our
home, and spoil all the happiness there is
in life.” !

Mr. Ritchie belongs to a highly respec-
table family. His mother’s home,, at 156
Adelaide street, is already darkened by
the shadow of a great sorrow, as only two
months ago the life of Charles Ritchie, the
husband and father went out and the pres-
ent position of the oldest son is keenly
felt.

The first intimation of the appearance
of her son’s first wife was given to the
aged and widowed mother by a Telegraph
reporter who called at the house Monday
afternoon. She was asked if she recol-
lected her son’s two marriages, and she
replied: “Yes, it is all too true. ‘While very
voung he married Mary Kane, but they
did_not get along and she left him with
three small children. We he2rd a report
that she was dead, and later he married
again. i

“This winter, I have lost my husband

and one of my sons and this added sorrow
makes me feel very deeply. He is my
oldest son and eince little Myrtle died two
vears ago he has given up the drink. It
seems too bad' that Hhe ehould take to it
again.” .
, The announcement of Mre. Ritchie, No.
1, that she has not the slightest intention
of jasserting her rights as a wife, simply-
fies matters a great deal and in a short
time she will probably return to Boston.

When seen by a Telegraph reporter at
this home Monday evening,Mr. Ritchie said
the first marriage was a fact, but the
separation had been so long and he hav-
ing heard the report that she was dead,
he considered himeclf free. He: believed
that she would return to Boston and all
would be well. -

Ferguson had paid to the United States
immigration officials $20 head tax for him-
celf and family and refund of this will be
asked, and the Boston tickets arranged so
that the woman and children will have
some money to return to Springhill.

The following despatch tells of the rea-
sone for Ferguson's arrest:

Springhill, N. 8., -July 22.—This town

Time
went on but no mohey was paid on the
wagon, as rental on "the lease or for the
flour, but a rushing ‘business was done by
Kerguson in the delivery of bread.

He was not’ partieular mbout his cus-
tomers for he supplied  those who were
bad pay as well as the:good. It made }it-
tle difference to hin¥<as he was paying
no bills himself. 1607

Wilson’s bake overis are under his
dwelling and last Friday the place took
fire from cauees unknown. -Saturday Fer-
guson and his wife left town, not taking
the time to settle any of the menth’s ac-
counts. He went on Saturday to Am-
herst “and there he sold the wagon and

Then he came to Springhill, this time to
get his wife and four children and with
them he ‘left for St. John. As Ferguson
appeared to have paid none of his bills,
as no wages had- been paid, as the
bakery had been burned down, and as the
wagon had been sold;the police decided
to do something ‘and they wired to St.
John to arrest Ferguson on a charge of
stealing and incendiarism.

Thorhpmn Estate Matter Develops
- Interesting Proceedings—Dr. Al-
ward Takes a Stand.

There was an interesting scene in  the
probate court ~Monday Jn connection
with Deborah Thompson’s application for
passing accounts of her husband, John
‘I'hompson. J. D. Hazen, K. C., and Dr.
Silas Alward, K. C., opposed the applica-
tion, on behalf of Enoch Thompson, her
step-son, administrator of the estate. Mr.
Hazen showed cause against the applica-
tion, claiming that the matter had been
declared disposed of in the equity court.
Mrs. Thompson, he said, had been declar-
ed of unsound mind, and her husband
was appointed a-committce of her estate.
After his death Enoch Thompson was
made administrator, and a suit was
brought in the equity court by Deborah
Thompson, and, on the decree of Judge
Barker, every cent due her had been paid
by Enoch Thompson, who held the re-
ceipts of her counsel, Dr. Earle.

In fact, said Mr. Hazen, every dollar of
John Thompson’s estate that is due Mrs.
Thompson, and every cent due her from
him as the committee of her estate, had
been paid by Mr. Thompson on the re-
port of D. Mullin, referee, whose ac-
count was confirmed by Judge Barker.
