, BOILER EXPLOSION WITH LOSS
OF THREE LIVES. .

About 10 o’clock last night those in the
neighborhood of Murphy’s Brush Factory
were startled bya terrific boiler explo-
sion. ‘The engine was situated in the
rear of the_ground flat, used as a ivare-
house for his goods by Mr: Murphy. The
other halfof the ground floor is used by
Messrs. RoBinson & Ralstor for the same
purpose. The second and third flats of
the building were used for the manufac-
“ture Of boots and shoes by this firm; the
fourth flat was Mr. Murphy’s factory.
The engine was owned by the Corporation,
'and Miséd for working the stone-crusher,
havif® been boerrowed by Mr. Marphy
while his own.wasibeing repaired. . The 4
force ef the explosion was such as to
drive boxes even on the third story
through windows: and ingo the streat.
The partifion between Mr. Marphy’s
store and the engine room was complete-
1y shattered, and the front windows were
blown to pietes. The engine itself was
driven from its place.about ten feet, and
seemed to have been lifted up bodily.
The first and second’ floors " above weére
completely shattered for a space of about
forty féet square, and presénted such a
scene of wreck as is rarely witnessed.
The timbers were broken and carried out
of place, pillars were split and shattered,
and everything was thrown about in the
wildest confusion.

The saddest part to record is the loss
of life with which the explosion was at-
tended.  The engineer, Holden B. Borden,
an American, who was apouf a
year since, and who had beex engaged as
engineer, but a, short fime, must have
been instently killed.

Mochanies’ Inititate Lectures,
John March, Esq., Secretary of the
Board of School Trustees, lectured in the
Institute last evening. The hall was not
so well filled as usual, but enough were
present to make the hall appear full, and
the most appreciative portion of those
who usually attend these lectures, seemed
to be among the number.
