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old phiiosdphors-v.pon the shelfjprevor- 
and the fishermen of Galilee are now 
teaching morality and, religion to tlu* 
queens, kings and intellectual giants of 
the world.

We must cultivate ourselves to the 
highest possible point, and we should do 
this—first, by gathering in knowledge 
that we may fill the bam ; then by 
acquiring discrimination, that we may 
winnow the heap, and lastly, by n firm 
retentiveneas of nr.ind, by which we may 
lay up the winnowed grain in the store
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body, that their victory meant all man­
ner of char ning things. The Liberal 
party was gone. hook, line, l*ob and 
inker;" the nationalist movement was 

as dead as Julius Osar, and the immac­
ulate Sir John had a renewal granted 
him bv his lease of power. These were 
the things which the election of a Tory 
demonstrated. But. alas, when the votes 
came to he counted, the Tory was 
defeated. All the influence of the 
I/)cal and Dominion Governments, all 
the arguments based upon the I-uke St. 
John railway subsidy; all the repatriation, 
at public expense, of exiled Tories who 
had gone to the United States to seek 
for the N. P. boom., went for naught. 
And since the result is just exactly the 
opposite of what the Tories thought it 
was, we presume its signification is just 
the opposite of what they said it was. 
This is certainly logical. Wherefore we 
conclude that the vitality of tho Liberal 
party in Quebec, and the decadence of 
Sir John, are established to a certainty. 
We trust our Tory friends may have 
many such victories as that of Ixjtbiniere.

THE QUEEN AND GLADSTONE
The public ought not to be very greatly 

misled by the despatches fipm England 
which ascribe to the Queen a feeling of 
personal hostility to Gladstane. Most 
newspaper readers ought, by this time, 
to have got at a pretty correct estimate 
•f the value of the anonymous English 
••rrespondence of the American press, 
t is wretchedly colored and is palpably 

absurd. No better evidence of its abso­
lute unreliability can be given than its 
treatment of Gladstone. A twelvemonth 
ago he was represented as little short of 
an imbecile, and we were told how 
Bismarck despised him, and liow he 
muddl?d foreign politics whenever he 
touched them. Now wo are told that 
the German Chancellor quotes him with 
high approval, and that the return of 
Gladstone to power will secure the peace 
•f Europe. It seems necessary that 
somebody in connection with the Gov 
ernment of the United Empire should 
be abused, and as Salisbury is not suffi­
ciently well known, Her Majesty is made 
the subject. We are told that the Queen 
is a Tory. This is not strange. She 
comes of a Tory stock. She had Tory 
training in her youth from Stock mar. 
She is growing old, and perhaps not a 
ittle stubborn. She does not want to 
see the existing order of things disturbed. 
But that she ever uttered such nonsense 
that she would rather go to the scaffold 
than send for Gladstone we do not be­
lieve. This story of personal hostility to 
Gladstone on the part of the Queen is not 
now. It was made do duty when it was 
he desire of the correspondents above 

lamed to belittle Gladstone if they could. 
It was denied then on good authority 
and is no doubt quite as false now.

AN OPEN CONFESSION.

An honest confession is said to he good 
for the soul, and if that be true, the soul 
of our neighbor, the Maritime Farmer, 
must feel refreshed. In its leading 
article yesterday our contemporary re­
marks, “We confess to failure and dis­
appointment.” This is at least candid. 
To be sure it is only an acknowledgment 
of something the public knew already, 
hut that does not detract from its 
uniqueness and beauty. It is a sweet 
thing to see a Tory editor recognize his 
utter uselessness and cast himself upon 
the mercy of the public. Our neighbor 
should not lose heart. Let it learn to he 
truthful, modest and respectful. Let it 
cease to he the sewer through which 
few malignant people vent their bitter­
ness. l«ct it desist from its opposition to 
the best interests of this constituency 
And perhaps after a time it may be able 
to review the political situation without 
feeling obliged to “confess failure and 
disappointment.”
