each of you, be as to Us, in this matter, entirely exonerated; commanding, and by
the tenor oi these presents, enjoiningyou, and each of you, and all others in this
behalf interested, that on THUE8DAY, the SEvENTEENTH day of the month of JANTUARY
next, at Our CiTY or OTTAwA aforesaid, personally you be and appear, for the
DEPAToH or BUsINEss, to treat, do, act, and conclude upon those things which in
Our said Parliament of Canada, by the Common Council of Our said Dominion, may,
by the favour of God, te ordained.
