As rogards the fertilizer industry it is diffioult
for me to credit this statewment, especially na trade returns
shew an importation of 128,06<,028 pounds of fertilizer for
the 8 month pericd ending November 30, 1924, an ircrease
of owr 50% as againat the importaticre for the snme period
of the previous vear.

I would be greatly obliged if you would favour
ae¢ with your views as to the effect which last Seseion's
tariff reductions bhave had upon the fertilizer industry; thie
information would not ohly be valusble toc me now but would
likevige be of great aséintance when the chances of politioal
warfare plage upon those now gitting on the left of the ~
Speaker the responsbility for drafting the fisoal policy of

this country.
