Mr. Mackay Matheson of Whycocomagh

chose account of $12.90 you submitted for supplies furnished

in January and February charged at the rate of $8.00 a barrel,

and the Department fails to understand why Mr. McLeod, who

resides in the same district, should charge at a higher rate.

Merchants should not supply high grade pastry flour, such as

five Rosse, to Indiano. The grade known to the trade as

second patent is good flour and should be furnished. This

flour is of the quality which is generally used by bakers,

and it can be purchased at the present time for $8.00 a

barrel. In every case where flour is given to Ordians, good

four should be supplied, but, as above stated, you should

guard against exorbitant [prices] being charged.
