The eighth 
duke was one of the greatest of his 
whole line, 
scientist, statesman, orator; above 
all, to us, loyal and efficient friend of 
America in those dark days of the 
Civil War when America most need­
ed friends. No wonder that his son, 
then Marquis of Lome, was regarded 
with peculiar interest when he be­
came the husband of Queen Victoria’s 
daughter. Concerning that, marriage, 
its circumstances and the incidents 
which led to it, volumes have been 
written— largely twaddle. Whatever 
the circumstances, it was a marriage 
of congenial souls. The German con­
tingent at the British court was of 
course shocked at the mesalliance, of 
of a royal princess with a subject. But 
the English, remembering the wed- 
ings of former sovereigns with sub­
jects, were well pleased; while as for 
the Scots—the Campbells had 
than once intermarried with the royal 
line of Scotland.

Handsome, accomplished and 
bilious, young Lome was, however, 
in a measure overshadowed by the 
fame of his father and by the rank of 
his wife. He was “the husband of 
Princess Louise.’ But he, after all, 
made a place for himself in the world 
through sheer force of personality. 
For five years he was Governor-Gen- 
eal of Canada, and the charm of the 
vice-regal court under his administra­
tion is still gratefully remembered.

Some years ago he engaged in 
other unusual enterprise, which 
nothing less than the recovery of 
treasure from the wreck of one of the 
galleons of the Spanish Invincible Ar­
mada.

John Douglas Sutherland Camp­
bell, "the son-in-law of Queen Victoria, 
who died the other day, was only the 
ninth Duke of Argyll, with a title lit­
tle more than two Centuries old. But 
as Baron Campbell, Earl of Argyll, 
Baron of Lome and what not, his dig­
nities far antedated the Columbian dis 
covery of America. If he was only 
ninth Duke of Argyll, he was the 
tyenty-ninth Baron of Loch Awe, of 
Lochow, ke was Marquis of Lome and 
Kintyre, Earl of Campbell and of Kin- 
tyre, Earl of Campbell and of Cowal, 
Viscount Lochow and Glenisla, Baron 
or Lord of Mull, Morvern, Inverary 
and Tiry, all in Scotland. Also he 
was Baron Sundridge and Baron 
Hamilton in England. '

And was not the first MacCulhtm 
More one of the nominees for the 
crown of Scotland? He might have 
won that crown had he not been slain 
at the String of Lome by his neigh­
bor, the Lord of Lome, beginning a 
feud which was ended by the 
riage of the first Earl of Argyll to the 
heiress of the House. of Lome. An­
other Colin Campbell was brother-in- 
law of Robert Bruce, and 
latter’s right-hand man at Bannock­
burn. From these times forward the 
history of the Campbells was the his­
tory of Scotland.
