An amendment to the amendment,
moved by the Leader of the Opposi-
tion, that the Elevator Bill be
amended to provide for a commission
indepéndent of the government, was
lost on a straight party vote.

A feature of tonight’'s sitting was
the announcement by the acting pre-
mier that a commission on technical
education, with Hon. G R. Coldwell as
chairman, would sit during the recess
and that he hoped legislation embody-
ing financial assistance to technical
education in the province would fol-
low at the next session.
