THE CAPTURE OF LOUISBURG.

(Continued from first page,)

Some English prisoners had been
cruelty, and the general n&:nltcd the
captain of the Vigilant, the marquis
de la Maisonforte, to visit all the Eng-
lish ships in which there were French
risoners, and ebserve their condition.
'he marquis being satisfied that they
were all well treated, was then request-
ed to write te the governor of the city
to that effect, and to request the like
favor for the English, who were prison-
ers. With this he complied, and on 7th
Juno, Captain McDonald went to Louis-
burg with a flag of truce to deliver the
letter of the marquis, and was carried
into the presence of the governor and
his chief officers, who, supposing him
not to understand French, spoke un:
guardedly, 8o that he ascertained: that
they had not before been apprized of
the capture of the Vigilant, and were
much desturbed by it.

This gave the invaders powder and
other munitions of war, which were be-
coming 80 scarce as to throaten raiss
ing of the soige. The English next at-
tempted to surprise the battery on the
Ieland. It mounted 39 pieces of artil-
lery, under command of Capt. d’Aille-
bout, with 180 men. The Island was a
rock 200 yards long and 20 wide. It
was attempted by 400 men in whale
boats on the night of 26th May.  The
commander himself was prowenading on
the ramparts and was the first to descry
the force. The alarm was raised and the
man were at their posts.  The boats
when landing were received with vollies
of shot and shell and some of them ware
sunk, The invaders were repulsed with
60 killed and 116 taken prisoners. One
of the Amerian officers, named Brookes
had nearly struck the flag when a- Swiss
trooper clove his skull.

Afcer this failure, it was determined
to erect a battery on a high cliff near the
light house, opposite to it which would
be 3400 feet discant, in such a manner
asto be exposed to the fire of but
four of the enemy’s guns, and as the same
time to flank a line of above 20 of their
guns. It was happily effected, and twe 18-
pounders mounted the 11th June. Tbe
difficulties the English had to encounter
were the transperting their cannon in
boats from Gabarus bay to the Kasis
ward of the lighs house—getting up the
bank of the shore, which was a steep,
craggy rock, and hauling them a mile
and a quarter over an incredibly bad
way of -hill, rocks and morasses.
11th June, being the anniversary of the
accession of king George 2d, as a mode
of honoring it, orders were given for a
general discharge of all the cannon
from every battery at 12 o’clock. Ths
was done, and it was followed by an in-
cessant fire all the rest of the day. It
was determined, as soon as possible after
the arrival of the Canterbury and Sun-
derland, to make a general attack by
sea and land, Accordingly, they arriv-
ing the next day, all the transports
were ordered off to take ous the spare
musts, yards, and other lumber of the
menvof-war. The soldiers wero em-
ployed in gathering moss to barricade
their nettings, and 600 men were sent
on board the king's ships at the request
of Warren. The large mortar was
srdered to the Light~heuae bastery; and
a new supply of powder coming in, the
fire was more fieree from this time to
the 15th than ever. Feur more guns
had been mounted on vke Light-house
battery by the 14th, and a force of 320
men stationed there. When the large
mortar began to play from it upon the
Island battery, out of 19 shells dis-
charged, 17 fell within the fort, and
one of them upon the magszine.  The
shot frem the caunen ranged quite
through the barrack on the island, and
its garrison being so much exposed to
its effects, some of them in terror fled
the fort and raninto the water for re-

fuge. p

The Grand battery being held by the
Euglish, the Tsland battery so much dis-
tressed, the North. east battery open to
the fire of the besieger’s advance bat-
tery, so that 1t was not possible for its
defenders to stand to their guns,—all
the gups of the Circular battery, except
three, having been dismounted, and its
wall almost entirely broken down,—the
West  gate demolished, and a large
Lreach made in the wall adjoining,—
the West flank of the King's bastion
nearly ruined, — the houses and
other buildings ia ruins, (but one house
in the town remaining uninjured,) and
the ammunition of tho besieged le-
ginning to fail, they sent out a flag of
truce to the camp, desiting time to con-
sider upon articles of capitulation.
This was granted until the next morn-
idg, when they brought out articles,
which were vefused, und others were
went in by Pepperell and Warren, to
which Duchumbon assented.

Hostages were then exchanged, and
the city and fortresses were surrendered
on 17 June, c. 8. . The loss of the Eng-
lish during the siege was computed to
be 101 killed, and 30 who died of sick-
ness. 'The cnemy is supposed to have
lost over 300 men.

On the 17th June, the French garrison
marched out with arms, music and
standards, after a siege of 49 days,
(Pepperell himself marching in at the
head of his troops, by the South-west
gate,) and paraded a line between
the casements 11 nt of the French
troops, who were drawa up in & parallel
line in front of the barracks to receive
them. Salutations were exchanged, and
formal possession taken. A banquet
was propared by Pepperell for the
officers of his army. Several clergymen
were present, and the senior of them,
old Mr. Meody, of York, the uncle of
Mus. Pepperell, was called on to ask
a blessing at the feast. The friends of
Moody felt somewhat anxious lest he
should disgust the guests by a prolix
performance such as he ofton indulged
in; but his temper was 80 irritable that
none would venture to suggest to him
that brevity would be acceptable.
They were agreeably disappointed and
highly gratified by his saying grace as
follows: “Good Lord, we have so”
“‘many things to thenk thee for, that”
“time will %m infinitely too short, to do”
“it. We must therefore leave it for”
“‘the work of eternity. Bless our food”
“‘and fellowship upon this joyful occas-”
“jon, for the sake of Christ, our Lord.”
“Amen.”

St. Joseph Butter and Cheese Fac-
tory.

St. JoserH, MEMxAMCOOK, JUNE
41, —The butter factory hereisin a
flourishing condition. Yesterday morn-
ing over.6,000 lbs. of milk were taken
at the factory. People very much en-
couraged, the prospects are that the in-
crease of milk will reach 10,000 lbs
soon. No cheese will be made this
summer, as the farmers. prefer butter
making on account of the skim milk
being used for pigs and calves aud then
the butter eommands just as good a
price if not better. The flsvor of butter
made on our shores, according to Pros
fessor Robertson, is superior to any
thing in the Dominion and therefore
the customers must soon begin to ap-
preciate that superiority. Have uow
two sepurators in operation. Tho fac-
tory has a eapacity of 25,000 1bs of milk
and it is expected that in a few {blrl
the rich valley of Memramcook will pro-
duce that quantity. It is arranged
that cream separators can. be added on
demand. The butter is kept in best
condition in a large ice house waiting
for orders. A water power keeps a
constunt stream of pure water through
the factory and keeps every thing clean,
cool and pure. So far the Dlutter is
sold as fast as it is made. Of course
the price is not.yery high on aceount of
the enormous quantity of hand made
refuse butter shipped here from Quebee
and Ontario as good eneugh for our pro-
vinces. That can’t last long. The time
is coming when that soap fat will be

aid only for whatit is worth, The

ﬁutur is put in 12, 25, 30, and 40 1bs
tubs. Cases of 11b butter prints 120
and 108 1bs each are shipped every day.
Already the iactory supplies some of the
best hotals to the grear satisfaction of
their patrons.

Mr. Mitehel McLaughin who is in
charge runs now three factories, St.
Joseph, Buctouche, and Cocag He
is kept busy and has met with the bess
success.
