The Brown-Morris Boat Race.

Judgment on the Legality of the New 

Brunswick School Law.
Lord Justice Jamks:—Their Lord­

ships have been unable to entertain 
uiy doubt whatever upon this ques­
tion. The point is a very short point 
and depends upon the construction of 
a very few words in tho Act consti­
tuting the Dominion of Canada. Tho 
question alone to which wo desired 
counsel to confine themselves as lying 
at tho root of the whole things is 
whether tho schools which existed in 
Now Brunswick under tho Public 
Schools Act which existed there be­

fore tho new Act were denomination­
al Schools or not.

I think the Council would find It 
Impossible to express their view» on 
the subject in any better or more for­
cible language than that which is 
(bund lu the judgment of Mr. Justice 
Fisher, widen is probably the more 
valuable upon these points because, 
so far as their Lordships are able to 
gather. Mr. Justice Fisher personal­
ly expressed some doubts ns to the 
policy of the new* system. Mr. Jus- 
licc Fisher’s language, after giving 
some other description of the old 
Schools Act, ie;—“It provided lor a 
School Library in each district, by a 
money grant In aid of the amount 
raised in the locality for that purpose, 
and placed the selection of books uu- 
dcr the control of the Board of Edu­
cation, but expressly excluded 
works ol a licentious, vicious or im­
moral tendency or hostile to the 
Christian religion, or works on con­
troversial theology. This is the only 
part of the law in which anything of 
n denominational character is referred 
to in any way, and it shows how jeal­
ous the Legislature was in guarding 
the law anu in preserving the schools 
from any denominational or sectarian 
tendency. Provision was made for 
tho education of the children of the 
whole people in schools of every 
grade, and by teachers of both sexes, 
and by the superior school the wants 
ol higher education were provided. 
The whole machinery of the Act is 
designed to make the schools common 
to the children of every man, irre­
spective of his religious opiuious. 
The Act recognizes the agreement of 
tho inhabitants of any locality with a 
teacher licensed by the Board of Edu­
cation when they have provided a 
sufficient school-house and secured 
the necessat > ottlaày mised by volun­
tary contribution or tuition fees. It 
contains provision for voluntary as­
sessment in tho district, parish or 
county when the rate-payers deter­
mine lo adopt that mode of support­
ing tho schools, and in such case the 
schools arc declared to he free to the 
children of all tho inhabitants. The 
system is prescribed by the Board ot 
Education ; the localities take an act­
ive part in the establishment and gov­
ernment of the school, subject to the 
general control of the Government. 
The local agency is exercised, and the 
local officers appointed in the same 
manner as for their government and 
support of the poor, the highways or 
any other local or parochial object, 
neither class, creed, uov colour effect 
or influence one move than the other. 
The only qualification for the elect­
ors ot any officer is that they are to 
bo ratepayers upon real or personal 
property or income. No class or 
creed had under the Act any peculiar 
right, cither in the general govermeni 
of the whole Province or in any parish 
orscho#4. NoWr when all this-machin- 
ery for working the Act relating to 
parish schools had been made, ie it 
not a striking proof of the determina­
tion of the Legislature to avoid the 
very thing which it is contented the 
Act authorises by restricting the 
power of the Board of Education to 
make rules and negotiations in this 
respect, and expressly excluding from 
the school libraries works hostile to the 
Christian religion or the works on 
controversial theology, while it left 
to tho inhabitants free to elect their 
local agents, who should employ the 
teachers and look after the schools. 
To secure to every man, and the 
child of every man, a just equality 
with regard to his religious faith, it 
enacted in effect that the great 'lead­
ing principles of Christianity should 
not be inculcated in the schools, but 
there should not be in the library a 
book upon controversial theology, or, 
in other words, with denominational 
teaching.”

Their lordships agreed entirely with 
that view and with that mode of ex­
pressing tho law by Mr. Justice 
Fisher.

It has been contended on the part 
of the appellant that de facto they be­
came denominational schools in this 
way, that is to say, that whereas tho( 
whole machinery was left local, that' 
the rate-payers had tho power of ap­
pointing the master, and the rate­
payers had the power of appointing 
the trustees of the school ; hut where 
the whole inhabitants of a district, or 
the great majority ot a district, be­
longed to the Homan Catholic faith, 
or belonged to a Protestant sect, then 
they could so work the school practi­
cally as to give it a denominational 
character or a denominational line ; 
that is to say, if all the children are 
Roman Catholics, Roman Catholic 
teaching would bo found in that 
school; but the fact that that might 
be the accidental result of the mode of 
working tho Act under the old system 
is not to give a legal right to that de­
nomination, which was the right 
alone which was intended to be pro­
tected by the Federation Act of the 
Dominion of Canada. It is an acci­
dent which might have happened to­
day, and might have been reversed 
to-morrow by a change of the inhabi­
tants of the district, or a change in 
their views, and that is not a thing to 
which it is possible to give the color 
of a legal right.

Their lordships are, therefore, of 
opinion that there is nothing in the 
ground taken by the appellant, or 
anything unconstitutional in tho Act 
of New Biunswick; and, therefore, 
their lordships recommend to Her 
Majesty that the Appeal bo dismissed, 
ana dismissed with costs.

Tho British Claimants under the 
Treaty of Washington were yesterday 
paid, through their agents, $1,928,- 
819, iu gold, less two and a half per 
cent, allowed for expenses, and the 
country is well pleased that they will 
get their money. But the claims of 
American citizens upon tho $15,000, 
000 awarded by tho Geneva arbitra­
tors have not been paid. At its next 
session Congress cannot neglect this 
act of justice without incurring heavier 
censure than its past quibbling and 
indifference have received fr<mi the 
impartial public.—[N. Y. Herald of 
Tuesday.

Queen Victoria has determined to 
pay the debts of tho Prince of Wales. 
They amount to about £600,000, or
