TYPHOID LESS THIS YEAR.
The various hospitals of the city 

are well taxed in their accommodatioii 
for’patients, although the past season 
has been a comparatively healthy one. 
The most notable feature is the great 
lessening in the number of typhoid 
cases this year as compared witri last 
year.

To offset this, however, it is said the 
typhoid is of a more malignant type. 
Last year the great majority of the 
coses came from the mines and points 
outside the city. This year a number 
of the cases are from trie city proper. 
Last month 16 typhoid cases were en 
tered at the Public hospital, where 
eleven cases are now being treated.

There are only a. few typhoid cases 
at the General, the disease mainly 
occurring in the East end. In all 
the hospitals of the city they are kept 
quite busy, the Miscricordia leading 
with 41 medic a) and surgical cases, 
the Public hospital and the General 
with 30 patient^ each. The spacious 
new annex to the1 General will only 
be opened to admit patients next 
spripgr

AS TO THE STOLEN MARCH.
The question of the Strathcona Rad­

ial Tramway company’s proposed en­
trance to the city by way of a tramway 
and hoist up the hill to the rear o: 
the Grand View hotel has been a fore 
most topic of conversation on the 
streets for the past two days. The 
probability of Edmonton protesting 
against trie entrance as it might in­
jure the business of the Edmonton 
line has not yet been seriously con­
sidered by the commissioners as they 
feel that they have nothing definite be­
fore them.

Speaking in this connection to a 
Bulletin representative today the 
mayor made the following statement

"The commissioners think there b 
no cause for apprehension. As yet 
the company have not shown them 
selves to be in possession of the ‘sin­
ews of war,” so to speak.

‘They have a charter which cost 
little or nothing; they have a valu­
able franchise which also cost them 
little or nothing, and they claim t< 
1iave a l ight of way in. Edmonton that 
was paid for in stock. These are valu­
able things to sell but they don’t make 
a street railway.

“When the company gets down to 
business they will have to file plans 
and when they come the time will 
have arrived when it will be advis­
able to interest ourselves in the mat 
ter. In the meantime with our knowl 
edge of the cost of street railway con­
traction and of the financial situation 
here is yet no need for our considéra- 
non of the question.

AT IMMIGRATION HALL.
The Immigration hall has taken on 

a. decidedly busy appearance during 
the last few days. Several new fam­
ilies have come in with children and 
are staying at the hall. Among these 
families are Mr. and Mrs. Conrad with 
seven children from North Dakota, 
Mr. and Mrs. Chas. Dows and their 
six children from London, Eng. ; and 
Mr. and Mrs. A. Durde, with two 
children, from Scotland. The officers 
tfre kept busy answering letters which 
come in bunches every morning. This 
morning, one was received from F. H. 
Seed, Toise River, Cape Colony, who 
wants to come to the Canadian 
Northwest. He is a man well acquaint­
ed with the growing or trees in nurs- 
feries and would like to go into the 
riusiness here. He states in his letter 
that the people in South Africa aie 
disheartened and are flocking away 
from there like rats from a sinking 
ship.

Many other letters are received and 
answered daily, and among these are 
enquiries from British Columbia ask­
ing for work.

Chas. Hogg, the government land 
guide, has made his report for the 
montri of October. He has taken out 
eight people, viz : John Pencher, Clar­
ence Wing, Edward Watson, John and 
Gavin Cullen, W’. Cur ven, G. H.

THE S.S. CONVENTION.
The Sunday school convention held 

an interesting session in the First 
Presbyterian church last night. Rev. 
Dr. McQueen presiding, and Rev. 
Edson E. Marshall delivering an im­
pressive address upon the responsibil­
ity of the church and the parents in 
the education oi children.

The meeting was opened with a few 
brief comments by trie chairman, fol­
lowed by a pleasing duet rendered by 
Miss Campbell and Mr. Carter. Rev. 
Mr- Marshall in his address stated 
first that the stage of civilization at­
tained by any race was evidenced in 
its attitude toward the children of the 
race. The ancient religious and social 
systems had stamped the child with 
a mark of inferiority. Only the 
Christian religion gave to the child 
its true place.

True education, g aid the speaker, 
began with the care of the child rath­
er than the adult. Matthew Arnold’s 
definition of educatioh, “Atmosphere, 
habit, life,” was cited and illustrat­
ed. The speaker then proceeded to 
show that the home was the most 
vital and oldest of all institutions. Its 
three essentials were—love, obedience 
and service. Illustrating these, Mr. 
Marshall considering obedience drew 
the attention of his hearers to the 
fact that children had rights which 
must be respected in the highest de­
velopment:

In closing the speaker urged, fathers 
to devote more attention to their 
homes afid resist the trend of modern 
business pressure that would with­
draw a man from the home. Tho 
good home needed the influence of 
both father and mother exerted in its 
development.

“As Mr. Muirhead, the travelling 
iecretary, has not arrived, to-day’s 
sessions of the convention riave been 
cancelled.’ ’

schools which was to have met at the 
First Baptist church this evening has 
been cancelled owing to Mr. Muir- 
lead’s inability to be present.
