Edward Inglis, Assaulted Few Days 
Ago at Stoney Plain, Lies at 

. Point of Death.

With his skull "ractured in several 
places, as the result of blows alleged 
to have been delivered with a carpen­
ter’s harhmer in the hands of Gus 
Zucht, of Stoney Plain, a man named 
Edward Inglis, who lives about eight 
miles from the same place, now lies 
at the point of dentil 4tji1e_Jiener.il 
hospital Tuesday'an operation,
was performed by Drs. Duncan Smith 
and W. A. Wilson, in which a num­
ber" of pieces of the skull were remov­
ed, but the man stiH lies in a semi- 
comatose state and his death is mo­
mentarily expected.

The alleged assault, of which Inglis 
was the victim, took place in a room 
adjoining the bar of the Royal hotel 
at Stoney Plain on Saturday eveninz, 
April 3rd. It was not thought at first 
that his injuries were serious as he 
was a strong man and apparently 
showed little effects of the beating. Cn 
the folowing Monday Zucht was ar-' 
rested and at a trial before Justices 
of the Peace Lindley and Butchart, 
was fined $45 and costs on a charge 
of assault, doing grevions bodily 
harm.

Dr. Oatway, who made a super­
ficial examination of the injured man 
at the trial, found six bruises from 
one side of the temple to the other. 
Five of the wounds were incisions on 
the scalp and the sixth was a lesser 
blow.

It was at the time thought that this 
ended the case, but a few days later 
Inglis became unconscious and wa* 
hurried to the tieneral hospital at 
Edmonton, where his injuries we~c 
examined by Drs. Duncan Smith ar> 
W. A. "Wilson, and found to be of « 
very serious and probably fatal na­
ture.

At the trial in Stoney Plain M. 
WetiS-testified tha. ..he blow arose 
as the result of a quarrel between 
Inglis, who was partially drunk, an 1 
the father oi the accused. He is re­
ported to have said that he saw the 
accused deliver the five blows with 
a carpenter’s hammer.

DISASTROUS FIRE SWEEPS

Fire Breaks Out at n O'Clock in the Morning, and Fanned by a Gale 
Off the Lake, Licks Up Many Buildings in the Jewish Section of the 
City. City’s Inadequate Fire Fighting Force Unable to Stem Pro­
gress of Flames Until Re-enforced by Buffalo and Syracuse Brigades

Rochester, N.Y., April 13-—Two 
blackened areas mark the spot where 
this morning stood property valued 
at between $500,000 and $1,000,000, 
show tonight the result of a devasta­
ting fire that swept through this city 
from 11 o’clock in the morning until 
4 this afternoon, when it was finally 
got under control. Several hundred 
families' made homeless are camping 
in the streets, school houses, and po­
lice stations. Three companies of 
militia are guarding them and what 
possessions they managed to rescue. 
In a score of places embers are burn­
ing and smouldering. A 50-mile gale 
is raging, and although there is a 
drizzle of rain, a fresh outbreak of 
the flames is likely at any moment.

Rochester is terror-striken despite 
the fact that companies from Buffalo 
and Syracuse are reenforcing its own 
weak fire department. There has been 
an epidemic of incendiary blazes with­
in the past few months and this great 
one today can scarcely be accounted 
for in any other manner. In every 
section of" the city residents are re­
maining awake to guard against new 
fires. The homeless folk are chiefly 
Polish Hebrews, who before the fire 
began this morning were celebrating 
the last day of the season of the pass- 
over. They refuse to enter any "build­
ing and all day have been on their 
knees praying.

No Fatalities So Far.
The great pall of smoke and the 

falling fire brands upon every side 
brought to them the belief that the 
second coming of the Messiah was 
due. Luckily, there has been no fa­
talities, although several fi^men were 
injured and one woman went insane 
through fright.

The fire began at 11 o’clock this 
morning in the Selden Motor Car fact­
ory at Main and Gibbs streets. A lake 
wind was then blowing 30 miles an 
hoar.

ROCHESTER—LOSS A MILLION 22ft
in all Canada, there were not so many 
today as there were in Ontario alone 
in 1895. Canada was also losing 
ground in matter of manufacturing 
facilities. Whereas in 1895 there were 
270 mills, only 190 remained. Asked 
by Mr. Fielding to state what he want­
ed done, Mr. Lennox said he wanted 
something done to encourage both 
sheep raising and manufacturing * to 
link the industries and to prosper 
both. He concluded by saying thit 
the duty on wool seemed to be a-farce. 
In 1907 or 1908. only $6 had been 
derived from all the wool imported 
into Canada.

William Thoburn, (Con. North Lan 
ark) compared the cost of manufact­
ure in Canada with that of England. 
Canadian wages were, fifty per cent 
higher than in the old country, while 
money was also much dearer. He 
claimed that protection should be ade­
quate to the higher cost of manufac­
ture. He closed with a plea that the 
government should rearrange the ad- 
valorem duty, and place a small spe­
cific duty on shoddy.

McIntyre Protests.
Dr. McIntyre (Liberal of Strath 

cona) condemned the proposal to 
place a higher tariff on woolen goods. 
He hoped there would be no change 
when the budget was brought down, 
unless it was an announcement of a 
lower tariff. He said that men west 
of the Great Lakes did not want a 
higher tariff. The farmers were the 
protected and it was unfair to burden 
them with the protection of the manu­
facturers.

Speaking at a late hour Geo. Me- 
Craney (Lib., Saskatoon) said the 
question under discussion wa sthe old 
one of the privileged manufacturer 
against the consumer. His constitu­
ents, he said, were opposed to the 
proposal to increase the tariff on wol- 
len goods. Owing to the rigors of the 
climate, woollen clothes were much 
used" and the feeling was against in­
creasing the cost. Mr. MeGraney ac­
cused the Conservatives of posing as 
the advocates of low tariff in the west 
while in the east they were the advo­
cates of the high protection of the 
past. The Conservatives, he declar­
ed, would never again fight a cam 
paign in the West as advocates of the 
protective policy.

at work on a smaller fire and could 
not get to the big one for ten minutes. 
In that time, the Palmer biulding, iq 
which the Selden works are located, 
was afire from street to roof. A cra­
vat company, employing sixty girls, 
had the third floor. The girls ran for 
the stairs and elevators, only to find 
them cut off by smoke and flames. 
They had to make their way down the 
fire escapes.

The Berilh Kodesh Temple, one of 
the handsomest church structures in 
the city was located across the street 
from the Paler buîding. The flames 
struck into it before the first fire hose 
was laid. It was worth $100.000. In 
five minutes, it was on fire from top 
to bottom. Directly back of the Pal­
mer building, were the Ward Apart­
ments, valued at $100.000. The oc­
cupants of this and of many housed in 
Grove Place had piled their personal 
belongings within the temple. These 
were all lost, for the temple walls fell, 
and its roof caved in almost as quick­
ly as the Palmer building sank to de­
duction.

Firemen Narrowly Escape.
Thirty to forty firemen were on lad­

ders, leaned against the walls of both 
buildings, when the spectators saw 
the walls begin to bulge and yelled 
warnings. Three of four firemen 
were struck by debris and had to b- 
taken to the hospitals.

The First German Lutheran Zion 
Church caught ablaze and so did a 
score of dwellings in Grove and Stil- 
lson streets. The residents flung their 
belongings from windows and then 
fled themselves. Petty thievery began 
and the police being unable to cope 
with the situation. Mayor Edgerton 
ordered out all the local militia.

Morgan 
leaves on .private business for Spo­
kane tomorrow night but will return 
immediately.

The operators declare that they have 
no alternative proposal to lay before 
the men and the mine leaders declare 
that they have nothing in view ex­
cept the acceptance of an agreement 
similar to that of the C-N.P. Co.

Things More Quiet Today.

The majority 
of the garrison in front of the cham­
ber of deputies is awaiting the for­
mation of a new cabinet. The soldi­
ers spent the night in revelry, follow­
ing the overthrow of Young Turks. 
The Sultan granted practically all 
their demands.

Bulgaria Aggressive.
Sofia, April 14—A special session 

of the cabinet was held today. It ’s 
-reported the question under consid­
eration was the mobilization of the 
Bulgarian army to force official recog­
nition from Turkey of Bulgarian in­
dependence.

Kenilworth Inn Prey to Flames.
Ashville, N. C., April 14.—Roused

ment house and placed patrols to pre­
vent access to it. Another body 
troops led by non-commissioned 
officers rushed to the various bar­
racks to arrest and bind the head 
officers. This morning the barracks 
are full of officers bound and help­
less, while soldiers run through the 
streets, rejoicing like freed prisoners, 
and making use, w’hen the whim 
takes them, of their arms. The shops 
are all shut. At noon the panic 
still reigned.

“Bulgarian opinion is that the 
revolt is only the beginning of a 
resolute campaign -by the reaction­
aries. It is said that Turks In large 
numbers consider the country’s re­
cent loss of territory a punishment 
for the introduction into the empire 
of modern reforms.”

Bulgaria wants Independence.
The Sofia correspondent of the 

Daily Mail telegraphs : “It is pro­
bable that Bulgaria will make a com­
munication to the powers, drawing 
attention to the state of revolution 
in Turkey and (requesting recogni­
tion of Bulgaria's independence, in 
order to calm public excitement with­
out regard to Turkish views. The 
government is resolved no longer to 
allow the question of indepence to 
remain unsettled. The ministers will 
decide as to the mobilization of the 
army and military measures will 
depend on the attitude of European 
opinion toward the Turkish revolt.”

Dictatorship Imminent.
Vienna, April 14.—According to 

news received here, the situation at 
■Constantinople has reached such a 
serious pass that military dictator­
ship is believed imminent. The 
Young Turk party is opposed by the 
Liberal party, the Softs, the Moham­
medan theological students and a 
religious and Socialist association, 
under the leadership of an - aged 
Dervish. It is supported by a union 
of the Muftis of Constantinople, who 
are preaching in four of the principle 
mosques against Hilmi Pasha, who 
is declared to be a man without a 
religion. They advocate a govern­
ment according to the Koran and 
have summoned the Anatolian troops 
from Salonica, which they count 
among their partisans. These are 
being forcibly opposed- by the Al­
banian and Arabian Zouaves.

Apparently the future depends up­
on the attitude of the army, which, 
having made the constitution, can, 
as easily, destroy it. Diplomats be­
lieve that the revolt is encouraged 
bv England and Russia, who wished 
to overthrow Hilmi Pasha, as Grand 
Vizier, because of his pro-German 
tendencies. Widespread conse­
quences are feared. Disturbances 
are expected immediately in Mace­
donia, while Bulgaria is preparing 
for mobilization, hoping, under the 
circumstances, to obtain all the de­
mands from Turkey.

Serious Clashes Occur.
Cavalry frustrated all attempts 

by the revolutionists to win over the 
troops remaining in the war ministry 
today, and a serious conflict ensued, 
in which six persons, were killed. 
There were several clashes during the 
day, and it is reported that the casu­
alties include two officers of the

MacGregor, Man., April 13—The cor­

About the end of 
March boils developed and later 
spread all over the child’s body. Tb? 
boils naturally, were offensive atid 
Mrs. Hodge would -not assist to dress 
them and the boy had little atten­
tion.

Tbp crown laid stress on the fact 
that the prisoner was advised by his 
furrier to secure medical aid, but he 
delayed in the hope that the boy’s 
state ’would become less offensive. 
Both the prisoner and his wife assert­
ed that the lad did not complain un­
til the end, although he must have 
been in frightful pain. The lad was 
around choring until two days before 
Monday morning, when he was found 
unconscious and the doctor sent for. 
Dr. Hawley, who made a post mortem, 
doubted if medical attention a fort 
night before his death would have 
saved the lad’s life. There was no 
evidence given of any ill-treatment.

HE DISCOVERED A 
RACE OF PIGMIES

Dr. Edgar Geil Returns From'China, 
Where He Travelled Full Length 

of the Great Wall.

New York, April 14—Dr. Edgar Geil, 
of Doylestown, Pa., traveller and ex­
plorer, arrived on -the Minehaha with 
some wonderful stories of-China. He 
is the first white man who ever trav­
elled the full length of the great wall. 
A tribe of hairy pigmies was on? of 
the most remarkable discoveries Dr. 
Geil made. He not only found them, 
but traced their history back to 210 
B.C. and likened it with the great 
wail. “I find that the wall dares lrom 
that period,” he said. “A million 
men worked upon it at once and so 
exact was the constructive qualities 
demanded of them that if it was found 
that a crevice existe! between the 
stones big enough for a spear point 
to be stuck in, the workman respon­
sible was at once walled up alive.

“The pigmies, little folks covered 
with hair from head to foot and run­
ning wild in the forests like animals, 
are descendants of the wall workmen, 
who ran away to escape this terrible 
punishment. Their folk Tales and 
folk songs are full of dread hints 
about the great wall and they are 
forbidden from ever gazing upon it. 
They have long nails and .terrible 
faces, and are more like a low order 
of monkey than humans.”

Dr. Geil says China is putting forth 
amazing efforts in a military way. In 
thousands of small towns."*Tie declares, 
companies of soldiers are being drilled 
in modern fashion.- “Within a couple 
of years, China will be able to have 
perhaps four million fighting men in 
the field,” he said, “and with those 
behind her great wall she can stand 
off the world.”

Th eexplorer had many narrow es­
capes from death both because of las 
precipitous route and the enmity of 
wild tribes. He W’ill stop in this 
country long enough to" write a book 
on his discoveries.

the coroner’s jury today. The evid­
ence showed the car was not going at 
a high speed.

Montreal, April 13—The grand jury 
will consider the indictments against 
Atkinson and others connected with 
the Levis -bank forgeries. It is said 
Atkinson has been advised by one 
lawyer to plead guilty, but refuses and 
will testify on bis own behalf, and it 
is said he will implicate a number of 
very prominent people. Sensational 
developments will probably mark the 
conduct of the defence.

PATTEN’S CORNER IN WHEAT
RAISES THE PRICE OF FLOUR

Milling Companies in Edmonton District Advance* Wholesale Price of 
Flour 20 Cents Per Sack in Three Days. Two Local Mills Advance 
Price by Only ro Cents Per Sack. Price of Bread May Also be 
Expected to Increase. At Present There is a Rate War on.

Will there be an advance in the 
price of bread in this city? This 
question is causing considerable con­
cern. Several weeks ago, when James 
Patten, the Chicago wheat king, be­
gan a bull campaign on the grain 
exchange, there was very little con- 
,cern at- Alberta points, more than the 
fact that a multi-millionaire was ad­
ding a few more shekels to his store, 
and the farmers of the country would 
get- a good price for their grain. The 
situation became more interesting 
w’hen Patten announced that wheat 
would go to $1.25 per bushel and the 
interest grew more intense when the 
price soared above that figure.

The first effect of the Patten corner 
in wheat as far as the West is con­
cerned was felt within the past week 
when the Ogilvie Milling Co. and the 
Lake of the Woods Milling Co. com­
menced to raise the wholesale price 
of flour. The reason given was the 
dizzy height which wheat prices had 
reached and the scarcity of this cereal 
.in the hands of western farmers. A 
great deal of the Saskatchewan and 
Alberta wheat had teen sold before 
the bull market began to be taken 
seriously, and consequently the call 
of the mills for wheat was met by a 
price which was prohibitive without 
raising the price of flour.

Wednesday a Bulletin representative 
live interviewed Hamilton and Son, 
representing the Ogilvie Milling Co., 
in Edmonton, and asked if there was 
any increase in the wholesale price 
of flour in Edmonton. The reply was 
that an- advance of 10 cents per 98 
pound sack was made on Monday and 
the head office wired another advance, 
of 10 cents per sack on Tuesday. The 
price last week was $3.15 per sank 
for Royal Household flour and the 
price after the advance is $3.35 per 
sack.

Advanced Price of Five Roses.
A. E. Potter, of Potter & McDougall,

who represents the Lake of the Wools 
Milling Co. here, stated that he had 
received no intimation'from-headquar- 
ters of the advance in price, but Wed­
nesday, in sympathy with the gen­
eral rise, âe had advanced the price 
of Five Rows from $3.15 per sack to 
$3.25.

A. B. Campbell, of Campbell & Ot- 
tewell, when asked as to the flour situ­
ation in Edmonton from the stand­
point of a local miller, said that there 
was a great scarcity of wheat in the 
province. Any wheat bought now was 
at a price 18 cents in advance of the 
February price and very little could 
'be had at that. The consequence oi 
this was that it costs about- 80 cents 
more to produce a barrel of flour, cr 
40 cents more for a 98 pound sack- 
For this reason the firm of Campbell 
& Ottewell had advanced the price 20 
cents per sack. This was done since 
Monday and Mr. Campbell said that 
he would not be surprised to see the 
price go higher.

Edmonton Milling Co.’s Advance.
Robt, Ritchie, of the Edmonton Mil­

ling Co., at Strathcona, said that his 
firm has a considerable quantity of 
wheat in store and will not be com­
pelled to go onto the market to buy 
wheat, at the present high prices. He 
said the stores were low, however, and 
it would not be long before outside 
wheat would have to be secured if the 
mills were to be kept running. Mr. 
Ritchie advanced the price of finir 
10 cents per sack Wednesday, which 
was the first advance made since 
February.

The same condition of affairs seems 
to apply to the Alberta Milling Co. 
on enquiry Wednesday a- Bulletin 
representative learned that an in­
crease of 10 cents per sack was made 
about the first of the month and a 
second increase of 10 cents per sack 
on Tuesday last-. This firm reckons
