OFFICIAL.

LONDON, April 8.
The Governor, Newfoundland: ;
The French Government reports
that,Belgian forces attacked and dis-
lodged the German detachment
which crossed the Yser, south of
Driegrachten. The French forces
have maintained all 'gains and are
progressing between the Meuse and
Moselle. They made an’ important
advance at Les Eparges and have re-
1ulsed all counter attacks there and
at Bois Dailly.

The Russian Government reports

i that in the Carpathians, despite coun-

ter attacks by the largely -reinforeed
enemy, the Russian offensive con-
tinues between the River Toplia and
the Uszok region.
HARCOURT.
ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARIS; via St. Pierre, April 8.

A German detachment with 3 max-
ims, managed to gain footing on the
left bank of the Yser, south of Die-
grachten, but a counter attack, de-
livered by Belgian troops, compelled
the enemy to retreat.

An attack: delivered by us in the
vicinity of Etain gave us possession
of Haurtbois farms and hespital, with
heights- 219 and 221.

At Eparges we gained ground and
mafhtained the same, capturing 60
prisoners and three officers.

Near Bandesapt we mined and
blew up a German position.

Weather continues very unfavor-
able on the whole front, nevertheless
operations are particularly active be-

“tween the Meuse and the Moselle,

where we have progressed and main-
tained our gains. East of Verdun
we captured two lines of trenches.
On Tuesday night at Eparges we
made important progress. All day
the Germans counter-attacked most
fiercely without’regaining one inch of
lost ground. Their last attack was
particularly violent, but they were
mown down by our fire.

The same result was in Ailly Wood.
After several counter-attacks on the
part of the Germans, which were all
repulsed, we hold the position occu-
pied yesterday in that district, and
numerous prisoners were also taken.

Amongst the prisoners captured in
Hartmanns-Willerkopf district, figure
several soldiers of the Guard.

CONCENTRATED AROUND VERDUN

PARIS, April 8.
A vest French army of 200,000 has
been concentrated around Verdun
nd in the Weevge district between
the Meuse and Moselle Rivers, for the
drive which the French are making
against the Germans. This army is

RUSSIANS GOOD
PETROGRAD
The advance of the Rus
Carpathians has cut the Austrian ar-
my, under General Boeroviich, in two
places.. The. eastern wing .of this ar-
my is in a precarious position. The
Russians have captured Smolik, east
of Lupkow Pass. They have also
thrown back the Austrians in the
district of . Bartfeld and Lupkow.
Havirfg advanced: through Rostok
Pass. ‘thev have forced a wedge be-
tween the Austrian armies.

GERMANY AND HOLLAND.

LONDON, April 8.

Rumors are current in London to-
day of the declaration of hostilities
between Germany and Holland. They
were without confirmation, and de-
spatches from the [Hague, received
this afternoon, ignered such develop-
ment. The Minister of the Nether-
lands in London, when asked, said
he had not heard rumors to this ef-
fect. He had no information on the
subject himself and he discredited the
report. . -One rumor was to the effect
that Germany had seized a strip of
Dutch territory in the South Scheldt
River. A telegram from Holland said
that for several days the Germans
had been strengthening their guard
along the Dutch border.

GENERAL PAU CONFIDENT.

ROME, April 8.

Gneral Pau, the French leader, who
is returning from his tour of the
Russian front and the Balkan capi-
‘tals, arrived at Rome from Syracuse
this morning. He declared that the
Allied fleets will force the Dardan-
elles 'as soon as the combined land
and sea-attack is started.

WAS NOT ARNMED.

LONDON, April 8.

The Official Information Bureau is-
sued a statement to-day saying that
the British steamer Falaba, sunk at
sea on”March 28th by a German sub-
marine,” with. a loss of over a hun-
dred lives, was not armed. It was not
true that sufficient time had been giv-
en ‘to passengers and crew to escape.
The Germ:m submarine clogsed in on
the Falaba, ascertained her name,

on board five minutes to take to the
boats. < It would have been nothing
less than a miracle if all the passen-
gers a.n(} crew of a good sized liner
had able to take to her boats
 withins iime allowed. While some
| of the boats were still on their davits,
the su.bmarme fired a torpedo at the
Falaha at short range. This actwn

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, April 8.
There were persistent rumors in
London this evening that Germany
had either declared war.on Holland,
or that her troops had occupied that
strip of Dutch territory that extends
from the Belgian frontier on the
coast to the River Scheldt. The re-
ports lack confirmation, and are not
credited by those who shopld know
if either action had been taken. It
is possible that . the reports arose
from the news received the last few
days from Dutch sources that the
Germans were strengthening their
positions around the Dutch. ~frontier,
and much uneasiness prevailed at the
Hague and other Dutch cities as a re-
sult of the seizure and sinking ' of
Dutch steamers by German submar-
ines. The Dutch people are strongly
opposed to intervention in the war,
but their army is ready to repel any
invasion of Dutch territory, com-
plete preparations with that object
having been made long ago.
Another diplomatic report which
created immense interest is that from
Rome, to the effect that Austria is
seeking a separate peace with Russia
but this, likewise lacks confirmation,
and is not credited, as it is not con-
sidered likely that Germany would be
sending reinforcements to the Carpa-
thians if there was any doubt of Aus-
tria’s loyalty to her ally. Itay takes
the matter more seriously than the
other” nations, for should it prove to
be true it would end her hopes of
gaining territorial concessions from
Austria. However, the stubborn way
in which Austria is resisting the Rus-
sian advance in the Carpathians, seem
to contradict the suggestidn ‘that she
is ready to seek peace at Russia’s
terms.
The fighting in the mountain pass-
es continues as fiercely as ever, al-
though Austria claims that her troops
with the assistance of the Germans,
have gained succegs on both sides of
the Labarcza valley during Easter.
The Russians are, as a whole, much
further advanced than they were a
week ago, and have now forced Duk-
la, Lupkow and Rostock Passes, and
are pouring troops into the region of
Uszok Pass, where the heaviest bat-
te is now in progress. So far as the
rest of the Eastern front is concern-
ed, the only battle of any importance
is that in Bukowina, where the Aus-
trians are thrusting at the Russian
positions in the hope of compelling
the Russians to send reinforcements
from the Carpathians. In West Ga-
licia and Poland, overflowing rivers
and bottomless marshes prevent
movements on a large scale.
These same conditidns are hinder-
ing the French operations between
the Meuse and DMoselle Rivers, the
French official report to-day stating
that heavy rains have rendered the
ground difficult for the movement of
troops and employment of artillery.
There is a very important battle in
progress in this region, however, and
the French claim to be making ad-
vances, a claim which is contested by
the Germans, who declare that all at-
tacks have been repulsed. Which
ever repOrt is correct, there is little
doubt that a sanguinary battle is be-
ing fought, and that in the attacks
and . counter-attacks very heavy loss-
es have been sustained.

The people of Europe are expect-
anty awaiting a renewal of the attack
on the Dar&melles, this time with
land and sea forces, but the only
news from that part of the world to-
day is that Turkey has decided to call
up all men capable of bearing arms,
an indication that she expects the Al-
lies to bring exceedingly strong for-

ces against her.
