by masses of blackness and storm.

The scene Las presented was situated 
at a wild f.iid tugged point on the Ayr­
shire coast,, where the Firtli of Clyde 
merges in tho open sea. Rocky cliffs 
lined the shore, rocky islets raised their 
black, cruel, jagged ‘ heads at various 
places seaward ; and when a storm raged 
as it did now with great and increasing 
fury, the sight of the angry waves dash­
ing in foam and spray over tip) black 
masses of rock, was a spectacle at once 
awful and sublime—fearful, yet fascina­
ting—and never seen by an artist with­
out the strong desire being created to 
perpetuate it on canvas.

- In front was the open sea ; to the 
right, and stretching out southward, was 
the long irregular coast-line, getting 
fainter as it receded, till lost in the dim 
distance ; to' the left was the coast like­
wise, but not so extensive, for the heights 
which there skirted tho sea soon termi­
nated in the bold promontory of Port 
Crawford, with its ruined castle standing 
on the utmost verge of the shore, as if 

. bravely defying the onset of: the angry 
billows. Beyond this point and separated 
by a mile cr two of water, lay the two 
Cum braes, dark and brown with . the 
heal her which clad tliuir heights, and be­
hind them rose the longer and loftier 
rah go of Bute, darker still with its deep 
fir woods; while away to the north, as a 
background to tho far-showing picture, 
there stret ched the magnificent panorama 
of Argylesbire mountains surrounding 
Loch Lomond and"Loch Long ; and west­
ward, and grandest of all, towards the 
massive heights and splendid peaks, of 
Arran, piercing the clouds with their 
sharp summits and darkening tho sea 
with their gloomy shadows.

All this the painter had disposed on 
liis canvas with singular fidelity of form 
and outline, and with wondrous power of 
expression and picturesqiieness of effect— 
the result being a picture of noble pro­
portions, whose grandeur and beauty were 
certain to impress all beholders, especial­
ly such as were familiar with the scene 
depicted.

The shadows of evening caino on apace, 
rendering < very touch of the brush more 
difficult through the failing light, till it 
became evident that the artist must 
speedily cease from his labours for tlie 
day. Still he wrought on with silent 
diligence and absorbed attention, nor 
seemed to notice when the door opvmd, 
and a lair young creature entered tho 
chamber with a child in lier arms.

It was the artist’s wife—a vision of 
fairest beauty in herself, and rendered 
more beautiful still by the presence of t jic 
golden-haired lmhe which smiled in her 
arms. How fond, and proud and happy 
the young woman looked, how full of 
love and joy, ami how radiant with the 
realisi igs of eni.lhly bli -s ! One glance 
at her bright and .beaming countenance 
showed that tlie husband she had wed 
,had liven the cb< ice, of her heart, and 
that heart of hers, already filled by the 
purest affection, had received an over­
flowing necossion by tho event that lia l 
made lier a molhe-r, and given another 
dear object for her love to cherish.

Gliding gently into tlie chamber by a 
door which moved on noiseless hinges, 
the young wife stood for a moment re­
garding with a smile the painter, who, 
deep in the study of his work, was all un­
conscious of her presence. Then, a 
brighter smile still, coming on her lovely 
face, she stepped noiselessly forward and 
held the child close to his shoulder. Soon 
the dark, shining locks of hair drew the 
little prattler's attention, and with a 
crow of delight it clutched at them with 
its little lingers, and tugged with all its 
might, tho touch rousing the painter at 
once from his abstraction, and thrilling 
him with a joy greater still than the 
ideal delight which he received from his 
art. _______
