Conducturs Ordered to See That
Passengers Are Not Bother-
ed in Canada.

Toronto, June 29.—“I won’t admit, if
I have a ticket from Toronto to
Niagara Falls, Ont., that an American
officer can properly come aboard the
train at St. Catharines, ask me who I
am, where I am going, and a lot of
other questions.”

With this emphatic statement, Chair-
man J. P. Mabee of the board of rail-
way commissioners expressed his view
of the arrangement the railways have
with the United States Goverm‘nent,lby
which the United States immigration
officers board Canadian train; and ex-
amine passengers in Canadian terri-
tory. )

“They can do what they like ac‘x"oss
the border,” said the chairma.l’n, but
it's not the proper thing here.

Then Mr. Phippen, counsel for the

N. R., took a hand in the debate.
“The immigration officer simply asks
the passenger if he is going to thej
States. If he says he’s not, that ends|
it,” said he,

“Oh, no,” replied the hairman, “he
demands that the passenger show his
ticket. If he refuses he is put off the
train. They are doing it repeatedly.”

Mr. Phippen: “I have been on trains
and heard several discussions between
these United States ofilcers and pas-
sengers. I was impressed with thej
courtesy of these men, and in discus- |
sions I heard I must say that if I was
the agent I would have been inclined
to punch the passenger’s head.”

Chairman Mabee was not at all con-
vinced. He put an illustrative case
to Mr. Phippen.

“Supposing 1 have a ticket from To-
ronto to Niagara Falls, Ont. A man
comes on at St. Catharines, and asks
me who I am, and where 1 am going
What right has he to do that?”

Mr. Phippen: “Theoretically none.’

Chairman: “And I tell him its none
of his business. He insists on seeing
my ticket.”

Mr. Phippen: “I'd tell him to go to

the United States.”

Chairman: “Or some
than this court room. But he keeps
me under surveillance, watches me,
and if I decide to go on and cross the
line he takes me into custody. That's
all right over there, for if I went over
I should be taken into custody.”

Then Mf. Phippen gave way to Mr.
S. T. Bell, general passenger agent of
the G. T. R. The latter said that it
should be remembered that a million
people crossed the Nlagara frontier in
a short time.

Chairman Mabee: “We have had
eleven complaints from passengers who
crossed the line at Niagara during
May, and these are probably a mere
bagatelle of the real occurrences.”

Mr. Bell produced an agreement be-
tween the railways, dating back to
1893, providing for this system of ex-
amining passengers. When the mat-
ter was before the commission some
time ago the railways had agreed to
send out a circular to their conduc-
tors directing them to defend their
passengers from undue annoyance,
and to report any cases of incivility
on the part of United States officers
to the head office.

To Notify Conductors.

This circular, explained Mr. Bell,
had been issued by the G. T. R. trans-
portation department, but through
some oversight had failed to reach the
bassenger office, and thence the con-
ductors. He would assure the board
;‘h?it the conductors would be noti-
ied.

The chairman told him that all 11
complaints were from G. T. R. pas-
sengers,
_ "I know one conductor who thinks
it his duty to practicaliy turn his train
over to those officers. If a passenger
s assaulted, and the conductor does
not defend him, the company is liable
for damages.”

After some further debate, and re-
beated assurances from the railway of-
ficials that they would do all in their
POwer to prevent trouble, the board de-

LOSE ON THEIR SLEEPERS

Canadian Pacific Oppose Reduction in
Rates of Uppers.

Toronto, June 30.—That the C. P. R.
is losing money by operating its sleep-
ing and parlor car service was the
statement made to the board of railway
commissioners today by Mr. Edward
Beatty, general solicitor for that rail-
way.

He put two officials in the witness
box to show the cost of <construction
and operation of these cars, and the
revenue derived therefrom. .

This was the net result:

New York, June 30.—In a darkened
room in her home at Riverdale on the
Hudson, Clara Morris, the renowned
actress, is fighting total blindness and
the visitation of death’s hand itself,
but she is being kept In ignorance of
another crisis in her affairs which may
result in ejection from her home.
