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these topics, There is n0 politics in this
matter. There is hardly a difference of
opinton upon a single point. This thing
touches all our pockets and it also in a
eemse touches our national pride. Par-
ticularly is the latter true of the rights of
aliens in the Yukon, ‘Our people feel
very strongly on this point. They do
not wish to exclude American citizens;
but they do think it utterly wnreason-
able that while any man may.eome into
Canada and take up what mineral claims
he wishes, no Canadian can ‘eross over
into Alaska and se much as lift a
shovel full of dirt legally. It cheapens
Oansdians in their own eyes that this
should be so. If'the United States gov-
ernment will throw open Alaska to Brit-
ish subjects, there might be some reason
in eontinuing fo throw Ganada open to
United States citizens; but if this is not
done, we say most emphatically that
every instinet of national pride and
every consideration of national interests
ought to lead the Canadisn government
to -close the ¥Wukon placers to any one
but British suhbjects.

Stnhes | SIR JOHN MACDONALD’'S PLAN.

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HON. MR. SIFTON’S SPEECH.

Except in regard to the amount of the
royalty to be enacted and the reservation
of claims, the remarks made by Hon.
M. Sifton to the Board of Trade and the
large concourse of other business men
yesterday were wholly satisfactory. As
to the reserved claims, his observations
left the whole subjeet in the air, Un-
doubtedly the plan of reserving blocks
would be greatly to be preferred to the
reserving of alternate claims. The chief
objection to the royalty is that fears are
entertained that it will prove unwork-
able, and the wishes of the people of
this province would be fully met if the
royalty were greatly reduced and the
right to locate claims were confined to
British subjects.

Mr, Sifton’s views on the subject of
Heonses haye the disadvantage of having
been necessarily hastily formed and he
expressed his willin¥Bess fo modify
them on being shown the & dvipabﬂity of
80 doing. It is quite true, as '10 €8ys,
that provisiens would have to be Made

for the granting of licenses in the Yukon

“gountry and at some of tbe pointa of
entry; but the fact that such licenses
were' necessary would emphagizé the
point- that the Yukon mines are in
Canada and would certainly offset the
persistent misrepresentations made by
the United States press. Thousands of
miners would be influenced by such a
regulation to buy their goods in Canadian
cities.

The Minister’s remarks about the sup-
ply of the outfitting trade were well re-
ceived, but he has evidently placed
more weight upon the allegations made
to him than they were worth. There is
no doubt as to the ability of British Col-
umbia merchants to supply everything
that miners need and to pack it in the
best form,

His statements on the subject of the
duties were all that could be desired. He
has affirmed in the most positive way
that duties will be rigidly collected, and
has substantially said that the exemp-
tion will be abrogated after the begin-
ning of the year. Thisis of very great
importance. It will be sorrowful news
for our friends down on the Sound, but
they will have to put up with it. The
regult. of this declaration may be an
agitation for the rescinding of the order
of the United States treasury making

- Dyea a sub-port; but by the time spring
opens thers wiil be a route over which
United States customs can exercise no

_« indidiction, and it will be an easy mat-

ter, if  necessary, to close the trails.
Canada has the whip hand in this mat-
ter and should not hesitate to use it.

That Mr. Sifton fully appreciates. the
importance of an all-Canadian route,
that he is warmly in favor of such a route
and that he will do everything in his
power to secure the opening of such a
route is beyond all question. His lan-
guage on this subject was in the highest
degree satisfactory, He is as enthusias-

.tic over it as any British Columbian,

On subjects other than those relating
to the Yukon, his observations were sat-
iefactory as far as they went. He will
favor the extension of cabinet repre-

.sentation to British Columbia; he will

do his best to settle the Somghees re-
serve matter. Of course, these are very
.general statements, which will be met
by a perfunctory interest in the two
subjects; but it is a distinct advantage
that these matters have been pressed up-
on his consideration and that he hashad
an opportunity of seeing how very much
in earnest the people of Victoria are
about them.

One thing must have impressed itself
upon Mr. Sifton, and that is the absolute

{who believe in the government owner-

ship of railways. Whether or not his
plan would have been better than that
adopted, it is impossible now to say.

{Looking back one seems justified from

present conditions in supposing that it
would have been; but ex post facto wis-
dom is the cheapest vanety of that com-
modity. It would be a mistake to sup-
pose that because the Canadian Pacific
has been such a remarkable success, it
would have been equally 80'as a govern-
ment road. Indeed there are reasons
why it might not have been. Its United
States connections hawve played an im-
portant part in the dewelopment of its
business, and it would hardly have been
poseible for the government of Canada to
have made or maintained such connec-
tions. Moreover, it isenot very clear
what the effect of such an undertak-
ing would have been upon the financial
standing of Canada. Uadoubtedly
if, the road had nof been a success
under government management, consid-
erable injury would have been done to
the position of Canada in the eyes of the
financial world. The latter is an aspect
of government ownership that the advo-
cates of such & plan do not take into ac-
count. However, we have no intention
of discussing the merits of Sir John Mae-
donald’s plan, and only make this refer-
ence to it as & matter of interesting his-
tory, which to most people will have the
charm of perfect novslty. We quote
from the Baroness;

“Undzubtedly, however, the first to

was Sir John Macdonald. Though only
partially recovered from a long and dan-
getouu illness, the effects of which lasted
or more than two years, no sooner had
he returned from a three months’ visit
to Washington on treaty business than
Sir John took up the subject of the rail-
way with his usual earnesiness and pre-
pared for battle. It was battle indeed.
A strong opposition, men to whom the
difficulties of the scheme came as a gold-
en opportunity for embarrassing the
overnment, rose to the occasion and
id their worst. During Sir John’s ab-
sence in Washingron the government
had pledged itself to build the road
through the a.qency of an incorporated
company, supplemented by government
aid. I think Sir John regretted this,
and would fain have had the railway
constructed as a government work; but
his boldness was not to be communi-
cated, and those in charge of the ship
in his absence had judged the concession
best 80 as not to endanger the union
with British Columbia.”

TAMMANY.

The success of Tammany Hall in car-
rying the first election in Greater New
York brings that political organization
into greater prominence than ever.
Powerful as Tammany has been hitherto
in United Btates .politics, its strength
will be tremendously augmented. A
short review of its history will therefore
be opportune.

The word Tammany is a corruption of
the name of the Indian chief who sold a
portion of Pennsylvania to William
Penn. The old chief was a very decent
sort of a fellow, his name being equival-
ent to the English word * affable.”
Before the revolution there were a good
many societies in Pennsylvania and
Delaware, calling themselves after ¢ St.
Tammany,” but one by ome they all
dropped out of prominence, and only the
New York organization was left to per-
petuate the fame of the chief and estab-
lish a new reputation for itself, as the
greatest political club in America and
one of the most remarkable organiza-
tions of its kind in the world.

The Tammany Society of the Colum-
bian Order, to give it its full name, was
organized in 1789 for fraternal and
benevolent purposes. For a time it
maintained its original character, but in
the election of 1800 it was found fighting
on the side of the Republicans, the pre-
decessors of what is now called the
Democratic party in national politica.
Thomas Jefferson was its caundidate for
the presidency, and he was triumphant-
ly elected. In 1811 the first Tammany

nnity of the people of Victoria upon

Hall was built, and shortly after a

]miety within the society was formed

exclusively for political purposes, and it
is this part of the ‘organization that is
ordinarily meant when Tammany Hall
is spoken of. - The fraternal and beney-
olent features of the original organiza-
tion are maintained and there is a pre=
tence of keeping up the fiction that the
two sides of the club are distinct, but in
point of fact the whole simply forms a
great political machine,

Tammany is far from being all bad.
Perhaps the weight of evidence is in its
favor as a beneficial institution. Under
Tweed it became netoriously corrupf,
and under Croker it was perhaps even
worse, Bat it numbers in its ranks
many men -of high .character and has
many good things to its credit. It has
been somewhat forcibly said that if
Tammany was as bad as it is represented
to be, the people of New York would
long age have turned thrown it out of
power. The claim is also made for it
that it takes hold of immigrants of what-
ever nationality andrinstructs them in
the duties of citizenship,. But in spite
of these things, and much more that can
be said in its favor, the fact remains
that under ne modern political organ-
ization has corruption flourished as it
has under Tammany, and its augmented
power is by no means a favorable omen
for the future of United States politics,

4 QUESTION OF RETALIATION.

Referring to the fact that, althongh the
so-called balance of trade is favorable to
the United States, gold refuses to flow
into that eountry, the Seattle Times
asks, “ Why not retaliate?’” Our es-
teemed comtemporary ought to have
gone further and informed its readers
upon whom it thinks the United States
shonld retaliate and how. Europe buys
very largely of American food products.
Is it proposed to retaliate by refusing to
export these any longer? Sir John Mac-
donald once defined retalidation as the
act of biting off one’s nose to spite one’s
face. It is not easy to see what other
sort of retaliation the Times can have in
view. We can understand it saying that
if Europe will not send to the United
States what the latter wants—namely,
gold—the United States will not send
Europe what Earope wants, that is
meats and breadstuffs. This would be
retaliation, and it would have the effect
of making the European market better
for Canada, Argentina, Australia, Russia,
India, South Africa and other countries,
It would also have the effect of making
provisions very much cheaper in the
United States. Dollar wheat would
forthwith become a recollection.

Our contemporary hasjstudied the fin-
ancial question with very poor results, if
it has not learned that the movements of
gold are governed by the same law as
the movements of potatoes. It goes
where it ig wanted sufficiently to make
ita procurement profitable, Thisis the
whole magter in a nutshell. If the Uni-
ted States has large credits abroad and
does not import gold, the imference is
that it paye best not to, If it paid best

culties connected with this great work | te import the gold, it would come, Itis

quite true that European bankers, and
especially the Bank of England, can
usually render the exportation of gold to
America unprofitable; but even the ac-
tion of that institution is governed by
the laws of business, and is not depend-
ant upon the whim of the governors for
the time being. We know that there is
a class of American writers who believe
everything, that makes gold leave the
United States or prevents it from com-
ing in, to be the result of a conspiracy;
but we had supposed the Times not to
be of that class. The Times surely knov s
how closely interwoven the interests of
the business communities of Europe and
America are. If it does not it cannot
read its own stock reports. The most
absurd of all blunders is that the capital-
ists of Europe desire to see business in-
terests in the United States shipwreck-
ed, and as long as millions of the vot-
ers of that country are influenced
by such a belief, so long will it be im-
possible to satisfactorily settle their cur-
rency problem.

TaE Times returns to the attack upon
the provincial ministers for having
private business to attend to. Its views
on the question of work are worthy of
such distinguished luminaries of the
humorous papers as Dusty Rhodes and
Weary Walker. We are not very much
concerned about them, except in so far
as they misrepresent the idea advanced
by Sir Charles Tupper, as reported in
the Coronist. 8ir Charles spoke of
what he had felt called upon to do when
he assumed the high amd reeponsible
office of Premier of Canada. He ex-
pressed no opinion as to what the heads
of public departments either federal or
provincial ought to do. He was not
talking or thinking about that at all.
He would condemn his own conduct if
by inference he implied that a provin-
cial minister ought to abandon his pri-
vate business, for it is well known that
when he was provincial secretary of
Nova Scotia he was engaged in a large
and lucrative medical practice. It
would be easy, but unnecessary, to mul-
tiply instances to show that the views
advanced by the Times have found no
acceptance in Canada. Our only point
is that our contemporary entirely mis-
represents what Sir Charles said. -
