With the charter yesterday of the 
British ship County of Cardigan, 
en route to tis port and Esquimalt with 
coals for the navy and general merchan­
dise, the salmon fleet of British Columbia 
for the season of 1899 is made complete. 
The County of Cardigan is a British bot­
tom of 1,230 tons, Hughes master, and 
sailed ftom the Welsh colliery port on 
April 27 last, so that she is now about 
due to arrive. She secured an option for 
salmon charter some time ago, it is un­

Co., Ltd., at 40 shillings or thereabouts. 
Despite the prevailing impression that 
rail shipments are superceding cargo con­
signments by sailing ships for the Eng­
lish salmon market, the leaders in the 
industry assert that practically the 
proportion of the pack still goes forward 
in the old-time way—by far the greater 
portion.

Flagship of the French Pacific Squadron

A WRECK IN THE NORTH.

Indian Rumor Declares That Some Un­
identified Craft Has Piled on 

Moresby Rocks.

An Indian report passing current on 
the West Coast during the last few 
days, according to a wire from Alberni, 
is to the effect that some large “stick- 
ship”—or sailing vessel—is a wreck upon 
the southerly extremity of Moresby Isl­
and, the nearest neighbor of Vancouver 
Island in the Queen Charlotte group. If 
is quite possible that this may prove to 
be the famous phantom barkentine of 
which so much has been heard of late, 
although little can be learned with defin­
iteness on this score except by accident 
or Indian gossip. The scene of the al­
leged wreck is far out of the track of the 
ordinary coasting traffic, and the Willa- 
pa, which leaves to-night for the Coast, 
on this voyage goes .no further than 
Kyuquot.

The British Navy Doing Greatly Improv­
ed Shooting.

may we be allowed to congratulate the 
admiralty on the improvement which has 
taken place since our first criticisms ap­
peared. The 80 per cent, of hits obtained 
by the crew of the Scylla is a very con­
siderable advance on anything, that has 
previously been recorded. It is all the 
more satisfactory because it was «obtain­
ed when a perfectly independent set of 
narkers were recording the hits made 
from the guns of Captain Scott’s com­
mand. The records of self-marking ships 
have begun to be mistrusted and it would 
be as well if the system of independent 
marking was more freely adopted at 
quarterly target practice in future.

If a hit on the target counts 
for more than a burnished battery door, 
then the target will be hit, while the bat­
tery door will remain covered with paint. 
But constant pressure and marked ex­
amples will be required, for traditions 
die hard in the British navy. All the old 
class of officers have been reared in the 
traditions of holystone, ifile, bath brick 
and burnisher; and they have heard the 
gun aqd torpedo practice “cussed” for 
the mess they make.

Willapa Leaves on Her Regular Coast 
Voyage — That Barkentine,

On her présent West Coast voyage, on 
which she started last night, the C. P. 
N. Company's Willapa will continue Up 
the Island seaboard as far as Nootka, 
for which point She has considerable 
freight. For Clayoquot she is also taking 

large quantity of special-sized timber, 
to be used in the construction of a first- 
class wharf which Thomas Earle has in 
hand. Although he will not go out of 
his way in search of her. Captain Hughes 
will again keep a watchful eye for that 
mysterious barkentine that has been per­
forming such strange antics off the 
Coast of late. He has had a conversa­
tion with John Gpltz, the prospector who 
reported the phantom craft from Hes-' 
quoit recently, and is thoroughly con­
vinced that the vessel is the same that 
had previously appeared to the people of 
Clayoquot. She was partially disman­
tled in precisely similar fashion; her 
boats were gone; and her sails showed 
that there were no competent hands to 
tend them, besides which the vessel drift­
ed on and off as though rudderless, and 
a distress flag was flying. The feature 
of the case most surprising to Captain 
Hughes is that when so near to shore as 
at Clayoquot, where the vessel drifted to 
within 20 fathoms of water, those aboard 
did not drop their anchor. The inference 
from this circumstance is that either the 
vessel was deserted, or those aboard 
were utterly incompetent sailor folk.

opera house at Nanaimo last Monday 
and listened to Mr. William Wallace 
Brace Mclnnes, M. P., deliver /what 
must be classed as the most extraordin­
ary speech in the history of politics in 
this province, when they read that 
speech in cold type, its periods unaided 
by the gesticulations and other oratorical 
paraphernalia which enable a man to 
talk nonsense with impunity to an 
assemblage of hearers—when, we say, 
that audience thinks over that speech 
they will wonder what was in it to excite 
their applause. We have no doubt that 
their second thoughts on that speech will 
cause them some uneasiness, because 
they are bound to feel some suspicion 
that the sounding brass and the tinkling 
cymbals of the demagogue have charmed 
them and won their approbation in an 
unguarded moment.

No paid agitator ever made nse of 
poorer shoddy than the pitiful stuff 
dished up by Mr. Mclnnes to his audi­
ence on Monday. His theatrical an­
nouncement of the resignation of his 
seat was too evidently a mere bit of the 
art of political dodgery, and though it 
might take the audience unawares and 
momentarily arouse their admiration, 
their calmer thoughts must inevitably be 
fatal to Mr. Mclnnes’ plan to gain 
credit and escape possible censure.
