Smith’s propofition and resolved to stand upon 
its own idea of the construction which should 
be placed upon the Commissioner’s report 
by the Ministry. Meanwhile the Gov­
ernment organs are earnestly appeal­
ing to Lord Randolph Churchill
and Mr, Jennings to withdraw the
amendment, making no concealment of their 
fears as to the effect of Lord Randolph’s speech 
in support thereof. Even now moderate Con- 
servativ® express belief that the Government 
majority on the motion will not exceed 50, 
while many of the Liberal politicians, who 
have pretty thoroughly canvassed the situa­
tion, are convinced that it will not exceed 40.
