Mr. Justice McMahon on Saturday de­
livered judgment in the suit of the corpora­
tion of Cobonrg, the subscribers to the en 
dowment, and the fund for the erection of 
Faraday Hall, etc., and the members of the 
Senate, plaintiffs, and the Board of Regents 
Victoria University, defendants. The case 
was tried at Cobonrg*' without a Jury on 
Nov. 8,1889; at Toronto, Nov. 13,1889, and 
Feb. 26, 1890. The plaintiffs found their 
claim on the breach of an agreement entered 
Into between tne plaintiffs and Victoria Col­
lege, whereby, as alleged, it was
stipulated that the college should
be maintained in perpetuity at the 
town of Cobonrg. The learned judge 
reviews the case at length and cites numer­
ous authorities in support of his finding. He 
holds that, inasmuch as the subscriptions to­
wards, an endowment fund were general 
throughout the province, and that what the 
residents of Cobonrg subscribed toward the 
fund, about 84000, would, of itself, have had 
Very little effect in preventing the closing 
Of the college, the plaintiffs can therefore 
have no cause of action by reason of any 
subscriptions made by them to the college 
endowment fund.

I saw my brother once standing 
near the precipice, his wife immediately in 
front of him.

The next time I looked he was wav- 
leg a black handkerchief for me to 
eome to him, which I did, and not see­
ing hi. wife I asked him where Deseriah was. 
He admitted that he had push» 1 her over the 
leak and said she hud never moved and did 
•ot know what struck her. He said he want­
ed to get rid of her.

Afterwards he gave me a ticket and said 
we must pert. I went up on a street car to 
the falls and took the train from there. I 
saw my brother upon arrival at Buffalo, but 
did not speak to him. I saw him three days 
afterwards in Rochester. The only thing he 
said about the murder was that had he to do 
it over he would not.

on whose behalf they sue—subscribers to the 
Faraday Hall fund—to a refund of the amount 
subscribed and paid thereto.

The Injunction restraining the Board of 
Regents from defiling with the question of 
removal most be dissolved. The injunction re­
straining the university from federating con­
tinues, however, until a proper meeting has 
been called and a resolution has been passed 
based upon a proper vote assenting 
scheme of federation. The plaintiffs 
no rights over nor have they any interest in 
the fund subscribed towards the erection of 
new university buildings in Toronto, for 
which purpose alone the subscriptions were 
obtained by Rev. Dr. Potts.
