Growth in Population,

» The Montreal Gazette publishes statistics of
population in 82 Canadian cities and towns
showing an advance of 280,000 since the cen-
sus of 1881, The comparison is made be-
tween the census figures for the former year
and from municipal estimates for the present
year. The accuracy of the latter may be
subject to question, but the rate of imcrease
appears a fairly good one. Between 1871 and
1581 some 27 cities and towns showed an in-
crease of about 140,000, but these were census
figures in both cases, and the population of
these centres was comparatively small in 1871,

How far the country districts have kept
pace with the towns cannot be known till the
census of next year is taken, but there ap-
pears to be of late in Canada an increasing
disposition toward town life. The causes are
too numerous to’ be here repeated. But in
Englaud and the United States, as well as in
Canada, the growth of city population, espe-
cially in trade and industrial centres, has far
outstripped that of the rural districts,
