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lymph has somewhat subsided, but the tide 
of investigation having been turned towards 
discovering a cure for tuberculous diseases, 
other doctors are now bringing forth the 
results of their studies. Professor Liebrich, 
of Berlin, has experimented, it is said, with 
successful results, in injecting under the 
skin of patients afflicted with tuberculosis 
and other diseases, a solution of cant barb 
date of potash. The Professor was obliged 
to describe and make public these facts 
prematurely by Minister Von dossier, who 
is giving the matter much attention. An­
other alleged cure for diseases of a tuber­
culosis nature is the transfusion of goat’s 
blood into the patient. The goat and a few 
oilier animals are entirely free from tuber­
culosis, and this is the basis of the supposi­
tion that it will relievo human beings from 
susceptibility to such disease. Sheep also 
are exempt, and it is suggested that if the 
“ cure ” should prove of any value, that 
these animals, being used for food, would 
supply the necessary blood cheaply, and 
without sacrificing the goats. It would be 
strange if a new sort of passover should be 
instituted in these latter days, by which 
the blood of sheep or lambs should prove 
effective against the angel of death in the 
form of consumption and kindred diseases. 
Doctor Bertiu, Picq and Houston, 
exponents of this system, and are still mak­
ing experiments at Cannes.—Ex.

CHILIAN INSURGENTS FAIL TO COWER A 
BRITISH CAPTAIN.

Captain Scott of the British steamship 
West Indian, which has just arrived at V ic- 
toria. B. C., from Liverpool, relates an ex­
citing story of his adventure with the 
Chilian rebels at Coronel, where he called 
for coal on his way up to Victoria. Before 
he could obtain coal ho was required to give 
bonds to the extent of $14,000 that he 
would neither sell nor give anything 
her cargo to the rebels. An English 
furnished the necessary security.

Captain Scott finally completed his busi- 
at the port, and the West Indian start­

ed out, but was followed by a small steamer 
which signalled him to heave to. No notice 

taken of the signals, and a few minutes 
later the man-of-war Esmerald moved out 
from her moorings and started after him, 
under full steam. The West Indian crowd­
ed on all steam, too, 
range when the Esmerald's big guns opened 
fire on her, aud the West Indian dropped 
anchor, the flag of England flying at her 
peak. A boat was at once lowered by the 
pursuer, and an officer with an armed party 
came on board.

“ We think you’ve got one of our enemies 
on board,” said the officer. Captain Scott 
assured him that such was not the case, 
and complied with the boarder’s request to 
be shown the ship’s papers. The visitor 
glanced over them quickly until his eye fell 
upon the item in the manifesto of dynamite 
and gunpowder, which he at once said he 
must have.

Captain Scott firmly informed him that 
they would not get it. The rebel officer 
insisted and even offered to pay four times 
its value for all or any part of the ex 
plosives. The offer was quietly refused 
and the captain of the West Indian explain­
ed the nature of the bond he had given. 
The rebel officer then announced that they 
would take the cargo without leave or per­
mission.

“Not while there are Englishmen aboard” 
was Captain Scott’s reply. “ There are 
only forty of us, well armed, but we’ll make 
a lively tight.”

This at first struck the naval man as a 
joke, and he inquired what forty men could 
do against a warship.

“ We can kill you just as last as you 
come on board,” was the determined ^reply, 
“ and if you open your guns on us, I’ll get 
up full steam and charge into you. I’ve 
got a stout little ship, she draws thirty feet 
of water and she’s heavy, and if we don’t 
sink you, I am mistaken.”

Here was a suggestion that fairly stag­
gered the Chilian, and he finally decided to 
apologize to the officers of the West Indian 
for detaining her, and allow her to proceed, 
and so the English steamer at last got away 
from Chili and shaped her course for Vic-

In connec­
tion with almost every farm is an orchard 
and these orchards have made the country 
famous. The apples produced in “the gar­
den of Nova Scotia,” the beautiful Annap­
olis valley, have attained a world-wide re­
nown for their superiority to all others, 
having a firmness and flavor peculiar to 
them. Large exportations of apples are 
annually made to foreign markets where 
the Nova Scotian fruit is in great demand. 
No country of the world produces better 
crops of potatoes and turnips while the 
wide-spreading intervals yiela great quan­
tities of hay, mudh of which is exported. 
The culture of plums, pears, cherries, etc., 
is very successful while the smaller fruits, 
strawberries, currants, raspberries, etc., 
are much raised. Every vegetable that the 
most epicurean taste could crave may be 
obtained from the Mother Earth of Nova 
Scotia. Agriculture is encouraged by fre­
quent prize exhibitions—in the different 
counties and many associations and socie­
ties are the means of much improvement 
upon the local farms.

Manufacturing is receiving more and 
more attention.

Watt’s doings, but Gillis says, he was there 
without any authority save the verbal in­
vitation of Mr. Watt. Having broken the 
door open Mr. Watt proceeded to move the 
sashes from the windows and this l^p fol­
lowed up by carrying off with a team a lot 
of household effects that Mrs. Dickens says 
belong to her and the other heirs of her 
mother, including a cooking stove, three 
tables, wash stand, bedstead, feather bed, 
mattress, clock, etc., besides some coal, etc., 
which was in the house when another sister 
—wife of cx-policeman Ross—died. The 
house being thus rendered uninhabitable 
the widow and her two little ones took shel­
ter with Mrs. Dickens’ sister. It seems a 
fortunate thing that they could do this, for 
it was bitterly cold. Before the outrage 

fully consummated Mrs. Dickens’ 
brother appeared upon the scene, but seeing 
the policeman apparently acting with Mr. 
Watt, he was restrained from defending his 
sister’s and his own property, as he other­
wise might have done. A neighbor, how­
ever, was more out spoken and told Mr. 
Watt his opinion of a man who would thus 
attack a defenceless woman and rob her 
and her children of a home.

The only defence Mr. Watt offers for his 
conduct is, we understand, that ex-police­
man Ross, who is out of the country, was 
in debt to him and gave him some kind of 
a claim on the property in question, either 
as security or in satisfaction of the debt.

Ross’ wife, who died a month ago, was a 
sister of Mrs. Dickens who was so brutally 
turned out of the house on Monday, but as 
she left no children it does not appear that 
Ross had any rights whatever in the 
perty. Even if he had, and if they 
passed to Mr. Watt, his conduct was no less 
an outrage on our civilization.—Chatham 
Advance.

made here yesterday by the miners in the 
employ of the Yauley Mountain Coal Com­
pany, who are driving a drift under Rich 
Creek Mountain. At a point 1,200 feet 
from the entrance they broke into an open 
space, 20 by 16 feet, in the centre of which 
lay a human skeleton, which crumbled into 
white dust on exposure to the air.

HER BODY, WAS CREMATED AFTER ALL, BUT 

THE FACT KEPT SECRET. DENTISTRY.
DR. T. A. CROCKER,

—ON ALL—
Pittsburg, Pa., March 3.—The remains 

of Emma Abbott, the well known prima 
donna who died last January, were cremat­
ed in this city February 17 last. The fact 
was kept very quiet at the request of the 
mother of deceased and only became pub­
licly known to-^ay. The incineration took 
place in Samson’s crematory. On Febru­
ary 14 three of Miss Abbott’s executors ar­
rived and arranged all details. On the 
morning of the 17th an elegant casket, ad­
dressed to Mr. Samson, arrived from the 
West on the limited express and was taken 
directly to the crematory on Sixth avenue* 
The remains were immediately placed in 
the retort and in exactly one hour and fif­
teen minutes the incineration was com­
pleted.

At 4.20 o’clock that afternoon the ashes 
were placed in an ordinary urn and shipped 
on the Philadelphia express to New York 
city, where they were placed in a vault of 

Safe Deposit Company, to await final 
interment in the family burying ground in 
Massachusetts. When the body was plac­
ed in the furnace it was robed in an ele­
gant dress, made in Paris at a cost of 
$5,000. It was the singer’s favorite cos­
tume, and was made of heavy cream satin 
with lavender stripes and hand embroider­
ed in gold. Miss Abbott had expressed a 
desire to be cremated in this dress.

None of the singer’s relatives accom­
panied the remains to this city, the three 
executors being the only persons in attend­
ance. They were in charge of W. F. Dun­
ning, of No. 67 Wall street, New York, 
Miss Abbott’s legal adviser.
