THE VOLTAIRE CENTENARY.

We give among our illustintions, in the
present issue, a portmit of Veltaire, with
calist of Mis principal works. This is done
in connectiou with the celetnation of the
centenary of his death, an event which has
Just ereated a potable sensation in France,
One paper =a¥vs that thanks 10 the precau-
tions adupted by the Government, the
celelaation passed winidst the most perfect
calwmess.  Fvervone celebrated the Vor-
TAIRE centenary in his own way.  The
mest disereat, those whoe do not like the
hoise of publie demenstrations, confined
thumselves to reading a fow of the finest
pages of the Sécle o Lous XTIV, the
LDictionnaire Phelosophique, the Disconrs
e Pllamoue, ov - the Pudsios fugitives,
Those, on the other hand, who like to
heat their admiration by contact with that
of others, and whose pleasure is never
complete unless it is shared, went to the
Gaité'Theatre o hear M. Sevuew's ad-
dress: M. Descuavet’s lecture, and M.
Vicror Hugo's grand harangae.  Finally,
thuse who love external demwonsirations,
processions, and trumpets, went in a crowd
to the Cirque Américain.  The Voorake
who was celebrated at the Gaite is the
VorLTalRE of toleration, the great philo-
sophic and litersry genius who marched
1t the head of his century and  prepared
the wuy for ours.  Messrs. SreLier, Des-
<iaNel and Vieror HueGo n turn treated
thie same sulject, but with a variety of
talent whieh temoved all semblance  of
repetition.  There were many very trie
apd five vhservations in M. SpPULLER’s ad-
dress. He brought out in strong relief one
side of VorTaiRE-—-VoLTatke the polemist
or journalist, as he called him. M. Des-
cuaNEL added fresh details and completed
the portrait.  As for M. Vicror Huco, a
mind so ditferent from that of VOLTAIRE,
be ‘confined himself to the loftiest aspects
of hiz hero, to the summits, to use his own
expression ;o and he socetimes ascended
very high, too high, indeed; when he
thought he could see Vorraike smiling
on the Amnesty in the midst of the stars,
The eloquent passage which brought his
speech to an end is also open to eriticism.
VoLTaire never was an Abbé de Saint-
Pierre dreawing of perpetual peace, and
perhaps this is not a weli-chesen moment,:
in the present state of civilization and of
- Europe, to decry those: warlike virtues
which, as history proves, never disappear
except-in nations arrived at the last stage
of decline and ready for death. But we
~will-not dwell upon the gquestionable parts
cof M. Vicror Hugo's speech. - What will
remain of this warm harangue is the glori-
fication of VoLTAIRE's principal works 'the
trivmph of toleration and of what M. Du-
. FAURE simply called the adoucissement des
maeurs. . M. Vicres Huco found tones of
. deep emotion to depict the horrors of the

joined in the noblest of sentiments ex-
pressed. in the most- striking  language.

and triumphal marches, while deputations
defiled past the statue of Vorraire crown-
ed with flowers, lowering their tiags and
uttering cries of enthusiasm. No import-
ance should be attached to what was said
at this meeting, and no one has & right to
complain of a Jdemonstition which was
objectionable only from the sndpoint of
musical art.

The Trays says that the Governmens
prohibited a public j#fe, of an oflicial
character, from being celebmated on the
occasion of Vorrame's centenaty.  There
s no reason o regret this determination,
for whiéh indeed there were a number of
excellent reasons, for Thursday's e, due
solely to private ininative, will leave all
the more lasting memories because it de-
rived none of'its brilhiancy from the inter-
vention of the autherities, We are oo
much accustomed in France to expeet
from the Government =» sort of oflieial
sanetion to our ideas, sentuments, and
words.  We are toe apt to think that any
public demonstmtion depends for ifs vajue
upen Linvernjuent patronage and organizi-
tion.  We are constantly crying fer liberty
of action. and at the same 1ime we -
plore the support of the Govermnent on
every  oceasion.  This  was <o with the
Voltaire Centenary. A A7 was domanded,
but the Mmistry, spore Btheral in that than
these who called for its intervention, hav-
ing sald, ** This is nota Government atfair.”
the Centenary has been eelebmted at Paris
awd in a @reat namber of towns withmore
aingere veperatien  for  the memory of
the great apestle of toleration, and also
merve calmly, than if there had been a de-
nyenstation in the public strects under the
anspices and the restless surveillanee of
the authorities. ,

THE LATE WILLIAM CULLEN
BRYANT. '

After a career of over four-score years, rrowd-
ed beyoud the average with busy seenes, the
venerable poet journalist passed away in the
quietness of sleep, on Wednesday morning June
12th, at his residence ip.New York City. Few
persons have ever filled 1o so Jarge a degre the
charaeter  of o man  of the times. As day
unfolding on day  developed o new ‘prage  in
the volumne of human and political *progress, his

The immediate cause of hisdecease was wiall ke
sustained on May 30th, shortly after he had de
livered the omtion on the occasion of his uu-
veiling of the bust of Mazriui -in Centrul Park.
He was affected.by the sun, aud, while disclaim-
ing all fatigue, he accepted the invitation of
General Wilson to-accompany hio to his resi-
denee, No. 15 East Seventy-fourth Street, fov
! Gotuy up the steps of
the house, Mr. Bryant held General Wilson's
army. - The outer door, which is a double one,
stood hall open.  Stepping into the vestibule
with hiy daughter to epen the inner door with
his latch-key, General Wilson left his  guest
leaning against the onter door post. Svarcely a
second had elupsed before n sound attracted the
General’s atfention, and, turning, he just cauglnt
sight of Mr. Bryant as his head stiuck the plut-
fortn step.  He  had fallen directly backward,
and the lower part of his body hey fostde the
vestibule.  He was taken into the hotse, and
after recovering cousciousness, he begged to Le
escorted to bis own residence.  Before he veuch-
e} the house his mind began wandeoug, aud
with few  aned short intervals be remained wn-
conscions to the time of his death.

M. Brvaot was horn at Cummingfon, Mass.,
Nov, dnld, 1793, his futher being Dr. Bryant, su
eminent physictan of his day. At the age of nine
Wiltiam Cnlles begun writing poctival effusions,
at ten, one of his compusitions war quiblished,
