Hemr
Yon Wedell Presdorfl, president of the cham-
ber, read the committee's roport on the bill,
The committee said it was got authorizsd to
advocate any cf the proposals ju_connsction
with the measure, because nons of them had
eblained the swpation of the mejority of the
cemmittee,

Gen, ¥on Moltke opened the debate in
favor of the aeccond reading on behalf of the
Government. He said ae did not helieve any
state shonld assume the responsibility of in.
creasing the eupply of combustible mat=risl
whish at present existed in greater or less
degrees everywhere, Strong governments, he
contended, wers the best guarantee of peace,
while dsnger lay in the ambition of paity
leaders and their influonce on public opinion.
If any state, said Gen., Von Molike, can work
effeatively to preserve peace, it i1 Germany,
who aets solely on the defensive. For this

she must be strong and prepared for wer,
*¢ Bhould we, against our will,” he continued,
¢ he Involved in war, we shall be able to
wage it. If this bill is rejected we shall
most certainly havs war, To-day’s vote in
the Roichstag on the maasure will
ast fail to have its cfleet abroad,
The army alone renders possible protee-
tion to all other political institutions,
which must stand or fall with it, The grant
for a short term will not be accepted. The
eyes of Burope are fixel to-day apon this
body.

There will ke no inquert, the doctors
certifying that ceath resulted from failure of
the heart's action.

The Queen was deeply affected by the news
ot the Bail's death, and immediaiely sentn
telegram expressing her sympathy with the
widow and family. Mr. Gladstene, who
always highly csteemed Lord Iddesleigh,
was much affected, and Mva. Gladstone sent
the following telegram: **\We are sotely
grieved by the news of the death of ons eo
eminent, respected and heloved, We must
rese:ve a more particular expression ot our
feelinge nntil later.”

ANOTHER DOCTOR'S STORT.

In aa interview this evenicg Dr, Longston
said : *‘I was summoned on Downing street
about 3:15 p.m. On arriving 1 found Liord
Salisbury and several gentlemen in a room
with tho Burl ot Iddeslcigh, The Earl wus
dying on a sofa. He was in a semi-conscious
coudition and exvessively pale. His eyes
were closed, his pulse wns scarcely per-
ceptible and his heart was still.  The
pallor was thet of death, 1 ap
plied restoratives directly, but they
were withont effect. I cannot say preciseiy
when be died. If he was not desd when
T arrived he passed away soon aft=r withont
a struggle. The Earl was older physically
than he wus in yours. In his condition the
cold journey from Exeter yestevday was very
injudicial, YVithout a pret mort:m examina.
tion I cannot sny positively, but I think the
doceased suffered from futty degeceration,
He might bear much fatigus and excitement
without ill resnlt. There wua nothing un-
ususl in his sudden collapse. Itby no means

{ollows that the Barl was laburing under ex.
citement.”
