Trs New Oarnouic Cuurcnm AT TH2 Nirg, Cous-
ov Warerrorp,—The beautiful Catholic Church of
the Nire, immediately associated in the minds of our
readers with the name of the Rev. David Power, the
popular and laborious curate of Touraneena, is now
almost completed, though scarcely twelve months
have clepsed since the foundation stone was laid.
Tho style selected by the architect, Mr. M‘Carthy,
Dublin, is the simple-pointed, or early English. The
entire length is 100 feet, and the breadth 28 feet.
The great windows in the gables will be filled with
gtaiced glass, representing scencs from Seripture,
the history of the Church, and _the'hfe of the Patron
gaint of the parish. The roof is lined with red pine
the girders, resting on limestone corbels, boing so
grranged a3 to represent a series of ‘arches. The
door-ways are remarkable for their simple besuty
and strict uniformity. The ¢-wble buttresses in-
tended to resiat the thrust of il: chancel arch, im-
part & tone of strength und solidity 10 1he masonry.
Chisselled granite is used in the drip stones, and as
well as I recollect, in the architrave of the chancel
window. The tower at the eastern elevation will,
when completed, be 140 feet in height. It is per-
fectly square, and will bave a battlemented top, On
Sunday Mass was said- for the Grst time in the new
Church. A temporary altar, at which the Rev. Mr.
Power officiated, waa erected in the clmncel.—-A_fter
Mass, a collection was taken up, and the parishion-
ers subscribed to the heodsome figure of £10%—an
amount which will appear incredible to any onc ac-
quainted with the resources of the district and the
thin population by which itis inhabited.—~ZLimerick
Ezammer. :

IMPROVEMEXT OF DWELLINGS FOR THE LABOURING
Poor 1§¥ IrgLAND,—A bill has just been introdaced
to extend the provisions of the Acts to Facilitate the
Improvement of Landed Property in Ireland, and to
further provide for the erection of Dwellings for the
Labouring poor in Ireland. This bill is for the pur-
pose of enabling the Commissioners of Public Works
to grant loans to owners of property, notwitistsnd-
ing their having previously obtained loansto the
maximum amount, viz., £5,000, on the same proper-
ty, under the several acts for facilitating the improve-
ment of land ; but these extrn powers are to be exer-
cised solely for the purpose of erecting dwellings for
the labourers and their families. The advances un-
der these acts must be upon undoubted security, be-
ing the fitst charge on the land, irrespective of any
private ownership. The money is lent on easy terms
to the proprietors, being repayable by inatalments,
which amount to somewhere about G} per cent. per
annum. The entire principal and interest 18 thus li-
quidated in 22 yesrs and a half, If the Irish land-
lords avail themselves of the facilities offered by this
bill, as there is every reason to suppose they will,
the next generation will know only trom {radition
the low and swampy hovel by the roadside, once the
common home of men, pigs and poultry. Itisto be
hoped that the Commissioners of Public Works will
take care that ventilation and perfect sewerage are
provided for in the new buildings.

Tae DueLiN MavoraLTy,—Tthe Corporation of Dub-
lin consists of 35 Catholics and 25 Protestants, Not-
withstanding this preponderance, the Catholics are

their creed, and without any repetition of its insults
and its provocation to retalialion, disorder, and vio-
lation of the law. Yet according to the most reli-
able accounts, no less than sixteen Catholics have
been subjected to the savage fury of these curses of
the land, and the Orange vampires have thus oneo
more Dbeen gratified by the shedding of Catholic
blood, in defiance of every law, human or divine.—
As a matter of course, there will be an investigation
juto 1his horrible catastrophe, but our experience of
the issue of sach investigations inspire us with very
little bope of an essentinl goad likely to result from
the one which will be iustituted on the present ocea-
sion, The vindication or the law is spoken of and
written upon in high-soundiag langusge where of-
fences lar less futa] in their counsequences are con-
cerned ; but if so happens by some unaceountable
means or other, that the perpetrators of such san~
guinary outrages as were committed at Lurgan on
the fats]l Twelfth this year generally contrive to
evade the puins aod penalties which the dispensers
of justice can find means to inflict in cases which
are insignificant when compared with the the atro-
cities which were there and then committed in cold
blood, and with evident malice prepense, If a single
agrarian fatality occurs in any locality, the entire
district i3 proclaimed —whilst here wo have a band
of miscreunts giving uncontrolled license to their in-
vetorate rancor and savage spirit of persecution al-
most with impunity, in utter defiance of the law,
and with a ferocity partaking more of the nature of
the untamed brute than of the civilized imstinets of
man.— Catholic Telegraph,

After hearing some further evidence regarding the
Orange outrages at Lurgan, the mapistrates, after
brief deliberation, decided on sending them for trini
to the assizes. Bail waa refused for nll who had used
armsg during the affray.

The Morning News understands that it is the in-
tention of the Executive, acting upon the represen-
tations of the going judges of assize of the Northern
counties, to take measures for bringing the accused
parties to a speedy trial. The News further says :—
# Two modes of procedure have been hinted at—a
gpecial commission and & change of venue. In the
former case the commission would be opened in Ar-
magh early in October. In the eventof a clange of
venue being sought, a trial could be obtained in the
county of Dubin immediately on the conclusion of
Michaelmas Term, or at the beginning of December.
The latter course would be unquestionably the moat
advisable, ag it is & well understood fact that the
conviction of an Orangemsan for an outrage on & Ca-
tholic is ulterly impossible in the county of Armagh.”

OnraxGE Prouessions AT TANDRAGER.—Notwith-
standing tho repeated provocations of QOrangemen
for violating the laws, and the culpable impunity
which they have from time to time received, it would
appear that the disposition of this fact to constantly
trample on the laws, and insult and provoke the Ca-
tholic community is increasing. The rector of the
parish of Ballymore, io whick parish Tandragee is
gituate, lately caused the Glebe house to be taken
down and a new gne i3 now in progress of erection.
On Ascension Thursday last a band of Orangemen of
the very lowest grade, as if to sapctify the new
building, assembled and entered the grounds of the
rectory, and passing close by his dwelling-house,
they marched round and rounad the foundation of the
intended new bailding beating drums, and having
gone through the mock ceremonial of laying & foun-
dution stone they departed without the rector having
prevented so very unseemly and disgraceful a pro-
ceeding, and almost every evening since the town
and neighborhood of Tandragee have been kept in
constant annoyance by dramming parties parading
through the streets in the presence of the police —
On the first of July & number of orange flags were
hoisted on the parish church, where they remained
until last night, cmblems of discord on the temple of
peace. On the 12th and 13th several thousands of
this banditti, with drums and fifes, wearing party
colors and emblems on their persons;, and earrying
banners, marched in procession through the streets
playing party tunes, and on the latter day, the 13th,
they held sham fights in the neighborhooed; and al-
though the authorities were fully informed that
Tandragee was to be a rendezvous for these assem-
blages no measures seem to have been adopted (with
the exception of sending some six or eight additional
police) to prevent these illegal assmblages, or pre-
serve the peace, and the town and neighborhood were
during the two days without the presence of & ma-
gistrate, or any competent authority to vindicate the
violated laws. Fortunately, no riot occuorred, as
many of the party were armed with guns and pis-
tols, otherwise the result would have been lament-
able in the extreme, and with the exception of a few
drunken broils amongst the ‘ brethren” themselves
both days passed off withont tumult. Unless some
means are taken to prevent the practice of drum-
ing, constnnt ennoyance and irritation will continue
to exist, a8 this habit is the only one which the fac-
tion say they can indulge in without violating the
law.—Freeman. :

The peace and tranquillity of the town of Ennis-
killen were mach disturbed on the evening of the 12th
ult., by s ridiculous and unealled-for procecding
termed ¢ the hoisting of the flag,” At the hour of
four o'clock & large number of persons, principally
composed of the mob of the town, nasembled 4t the
# [gtablisked Churceh,” into which they entered, and
after ascending the tower, proceeded 1o hoist Orange
banners, covered with false and aggravating inscrip-
tions, upon its high pointing pinnacles and spire.—
Loud shouts and fierce yells escaped from the qrowd
on the platform, accompanied by the most vinlent
denunciations of ** Pope and Popery” The bells of
the chmreh, supposed to be consecrated to religious
purposes, rang with great violence, playing their
Orange airs, which are always calculated to inspire
feelings of animosity between parties, end to disturb
the public pence—the same bells which on Susday
are heard to ring ig their most solemn tones, calling
togetber the members of the same church to the
worship of God! Such is Orangeism in its mildest
aspect.

Onowx CoUrt, Berrast, Jouy 18.—Mr. Justice
Fitzgerald took his seat on the bench at ten o'clock.
The Commission beving been read by Walter
Bourne, Esg., Clerk of the Crowp, the Grand Jury
were re-aworn. His Lordship addressed them as
follows :—Colonel Pakenham and Gentlemen of the
Grand Jury of the County of Antrim—Itis exceed-
ingly gratifying to me npon this, the first occasion
of my visiting you judicially, or, indeed, I may say
atall, to be enabled to point ont o you the very
satisfretory state which the cnlendar of this great
county presents. The Solicitor-General made a pub-
lic statement announcing the determination of the
Goverament 1o put the Processions Act in force with
rigour, and to punish all persons epgu.ged in_party
demonstrations, to whatever political or religious
denomination they might belong, and whether they
ook pary in & processionor violently attacked it.
The address of the Solictor-General was most firm,
dignified, and admirably suvited to the emergency.
Mr. Justice Fitzgeratd approved of the coursa taken
by the Solicitor-General, and expressed his determi-
nation to vindicate the law strictly, and to the letter
on the offenders, .

* ‘Thé -gdternment hasirefused id snnction the as-
signment of the Galway. .contract; but thatrefusal
is subject to reconsideration, Mr. Gladstone ex-
plained that at the same time that the consent of the
government was asked tothe transfer of the contract
to the Montreal Company, it was intimated that the
answer must be an immediate one, as the matter
would rot bear giving time for considerrtion. The
government therefore refused to sanction the nssign-
ment, without indicating what would have been the
result if full time hed been given for consideration.
Subsequently a letter was sent in requesting that a
more full consideration might be given to the sub-
Ject. But at the time of making his explanations on
Thursday, Mr, Gladstone had not had an opportunity
of consulting his colleagnes, and was therefore un-
able to mnke any statement in regard to this re-
quest.

Itistrue Ireland enjoys a fair share of poli-
tical liberty, The political condition is, an the whole
satisfactory, and so fur as laws can make men free,
our couniry are amongst the freest on the earth,
Why, then, the arxiety to eseape from such u condi-
tion, with national improvement on the increage,
and every prospect of an hopeful future? There is
one answer to every inquiry on this hend, and every
reflecting mind will nceept its sufliciency. Theland
laws are the source of the evil, and while they sub-
sist the peasantry will be dissatisfied and dizcontent-
ed. They are never certain of a roof, or of reaping
the fruits of their ladour. They are moslly occupi-
era at will—they may be ejected to-morrow, and the
owner appropriate every improvement mede by the
tenant, Landlords will not grant leagses tor several
reasons—becauseltenancies at will are more ' handy’
to evict—and because they are still moro 8o to seize
on the tenant's property, Even the longest lease,
which in the present landlord temper does not ex-
ceed twenty-one years, must come lo an end ; and
the man who hes expended the best portion of bis
own and the life of his family on the improvement
of the land, finds himself, on the expiration of the
term, adrift on the world, unless he consenta to add
to the rent the value of the improvement his own la-
bour had effected. Ttis not diffiewlt to discover in
this slate of things the motives to emigrate to a
country in which the poorest is able to bequeath to
hig children the produet of his thrift and toil. The
Irish peasant revolves these things in his mind be-
fore he separates himself from nssocintions and ties
more deep rooted in hig nature than of any other Eu-
ropean race. He sees such of his countrymen ag re-
visit their country for business or plengure, with all
the external prosperity —he sees vast sume remitted
every year from all parts of the Union te carry out
memnbers3 of {amilies—he hears of land for ever for a

A Mopery Jack Suerparp.—The following ex-
traordinery and nearly successful attempt to escape
from the county gaol, of Pat Mannix, who was sen-
tenced to transportation for lifs at the last Quarter
Sessions, for being found in a lady’s ved chamber
the occupant being asleep, was made Inst night:

Jield Testimonial Committee.~To the Irish Pegple.—
In all ages and countries, whose annals have been
graced by the achievements of heroes and great
men, it has'ever been wisely held a gacred duty to
honor them, if possille, while living, and to wor-
thily celebrate their mefnories when dead, To the
written record where their deeds are pictured, ali
alike have not access.
