The reporta of my observa-
tions n3 published in tho newspapers, though as well
takgn down as could. be. expected, were oftentimes
inaceurats, a3 found in the pupera.

The conversation that took piace,
as repurted in the publie press, is parily trae, and
partly the reverse of truth, The meaning which it is
intended to conrey in print is aot the trme meaniog
of my words a3 uttered in converdation, But evea if
this were not 59, I cannot but look upon it as & vie-
tation of ordinary courtesy that a private couversation
with e should be given to the public without my
precious knowledge or consent. It exonerates me
from any written or forma! reply to the address pre-
sented me -to which however, I feel bouad to allude
in this partiog letter.
First—The address purported that it should be
presented by a deputation from Nenagh—whereas, in
point of fact, it i3 not an address from the people of
aoy parficular place in Ireland.

_well-founded right to object to the opening of an.
|'educational establishment in Enuiscorthy destined to
withdraw from my superintendence and control u
young and very impressible portion of my flock, in
circumstauces where such stuperintendence and con-
trol are of parammeunt necessity and importance.—
Let me inform yon, thén, that the model school-is
exciusively under the: management and control of
the Nutiopal Board of ‘Bdueation. Within its walls
I possess no uuthority to visit, to inspect, to permit,
to prohibit, to approve, or to condemn. The com-
mission, which I bave received from Christ, . throngh
his’' Vicar, to tend and feed the little ones of my fleck,
i3 peremptorily arrested by the anthority of the board
at the threshold of thre model school, Should the
‘commissioners, - therefore, appoint’ teachers' in -the
madel schaol to whom [ should have -reason to ob-
ject on moral and religious grounds, I have no power
to interfere. Should the books, the use of swhich
they prescribe or.sanction, be found exceptiocable, I
have no authority to ‘insist on' their withdrawal.—
Should the ariful devices which an over-zealous Pro-
teatant teacher might employ to. undermine the faith
of the liitle ones, and estrange their minds -and
hearts from Catholic belief und practice, come to my
koowledge T may complaia -but my complaint may
pass unheeded, It is not-necessary for me to ascer-
tain thay such abuaes will nctually oceur in the mo-
del school ; enough for me to know that they may
coeur, Lo warrant me in unol exposing the fuith of
those poor childres, for whom I sm responsible, to
such a serious risk. There is bnt little in the history
of the National Board calculated to inspire such con-
fidence ng would justify me in comuntting that per-
tion of my flock wiich demands wmy most careful
superintendence to the uncoatrolled iostruction and
training of its officials. Confidence, it has been
said, is a plant of slow growth, and the proceedings
of the National Board since its first foundation, do
not tend much to gquicken the sluggish plant into
matority. 1amaware thats new principle bas been
iatroduced into the system of national education, by
which Pastoral authority in religious matlers is put
in absyaace, and parenta! authority substimmted in
ita place. In nccordance with this principle a re-
cent regulation of the Board provides that in all
¢ vesied schools the parents or guardians of the chil-
drea have a right to require the patrons and man-
agers to afford opportunities for the reading of the
Holy Scriptures in the school-room, under proper

with the guardianship not enly of the temporal, but

parent, cossulting the charncter, capabililies, and
wishes of his child, will select fur bim that profes-
sion or business which be may deem most expedient,
aad will precure for him that education which may
best qualify bim for it.

He may tender biz advice as
a friend ; be may even, as a Pnstor, recommend that
profession or department of business, which he looks
upon 23 most favorabla to gpiritual welfare of the
child. But it is the right, and the inalicnable right,
of the Pastoral Office to pronouace whetber any
given system of education i3 dangereus to Faith or
merals—to warn the child against that dnnger—to
withdraw bim from it - end to call upon the parent
to enfarce the probibition of the Pastor by his autl:o-
rity. If the Pastor, therefore, relying on just
grounds, is satisfied that the constitniion of the
Model Schowols iraperita the faith of the children who
may {requent them, be has authority to admonish
them of the daoger, to prohibit thewr from resorting
to them, aud to call on their parents to lend to his
injunciion the additional weight of their authority.
