¢d.~BgLrasT, Ang. 12.~Tle rioting wbich_lms been
going on every right during the week culminated to
aa alarming pitch this morning, and several hand-
to-hand fights occurred between Lwo end fre d'clock.
Stones, brickbats, bludgeons, and even guns were
used, end before the palice, wiro had goue home for
the night, came upon the scene, & number of houses
wera wrecked. .

Stveral men going to their work were seriously in-
jured, vme girl was koocked down and eeverely
maimed by & blow from & policeman’s gun, and a
man was shot through tho leg and severely wound-
ed.

At five o’clock this morning murder seemed to be
the point aimed at by the contending parties. One
man was barbarously set upon, and ig a lew minutes
left for dead. A gentleman coming up had him con-
veyod to & modical men's establishment.

After o minute investigation the doctor pronoun-
ced the sufferer in a very dangerous state, and heg-
ged of the paries in charge of him to have bim con-
veyed to the Belfast General Hospital.

The ounnery oa the Dablin road has been wrecked,
The St. Patrick’s Burial Soeciety in Durham.street
nas had every window araashed, aud other private
houges have Leea more or less injured by the mob.

The distriet i3 still in a most disturbed state. The
workers in the neighbering factories are out on the
streets, and cannot bes prevailed upon to go to worlg.

Tlere is every prospect of dreadfol rioting this
evening, And the autlicrities are holding a consulia-
tion nsto what iz best to be done to preserve the
perce of the town, We understand it 1s intended to
call out the military.~— Special Edition of Xorlhcra-
Waig.

The Belfast riots subsided on the 18%b. There was
o slight outbrezk on that day, when theremains of a
rioter was being removed for burinl, but the prescnce
of the military prevented anything serious. Subse-
quently, traoquility prevailed throughout the town,
and tbe military and coustabuiary commenced to
withdraw. Oa the 10th, however, the rioting was
resumed with ucnsbated rury. Four constables and
about & dozen civiliana received gusshot wounds,
some of which wers sericus. Au inflaantial meeting
was held, attended by both Protestant and Catholic
gentlemen, and a deputation was nppomteq to visit

.the disturbed districts and reason with the rioters.

For this pur-
pose they broks into the gunsmiths' shops,and carried
off all the weapons they could lay bands on. But
the Oatholic party were nat oaught napping. They,

* too, Jooked out for guns and pistals, and on Wednes-
day.both parties met, and fired away at each other,
neither we are told; flinching an inch. The wouad-
ed in the conflict wers carried off to hoapital, where
many of them died, and others will be cripples for
life. ..

They ara the scum of the
esrth, and far bencath tho savages who live in the
Awericon forests. Every man's hend shonld be raised
against such. barbariams, in order to subdue their

The Catholics of Belfast should be always ready
for such a trying ordeal as they have just gone
through. Living amongat biood-thirsty foes, they
should apply for permission to beld and carry arms
for their protection, if the jocal authorlties negleat to
ghield them fcom outrage, The Orangemen are the
greatest cowards imaginable, gnd they are dreadful
ly afraid of arguments coming from a well loaded
rifls. These arguments, so convincing and powerful
should be kept in reserve by the Catholics of Belfast.
If it be known that they have them for self-defance,
they may rely upon it that they will be respected ;
that the Orange faction will keep at a respectful dis-
tance; and that the riots ar rioting will he kuown
in Belfast no more.—Dundalle Democral.

It i3 oot witheut in
terest and importance to trace the religious opinions
of such u school. Dogma, we all know, they cousi-
der of awall cousequence~in fact, as no part of
Christiapity. Arnold, indeed, mode an exception to
this rule. He could not admit Socinians to be Chris.
tians It wrs a happy ioconsisteney which would
have oblized him, had he carried it to hia necessary
consequences to receive the whale leachiog of the Ca.
tholic Church. But the mind of man is unable te
balance it2elf permanently upon the point of a needls
over an abyas of contradictions, and schools nre sure
cefore long to reject those parts of their founders
teaching which are really inconsistent with thia sys.
tem, bowever kis heart may for his own lifetime have
heen too stroog for his head. We do not, thereforo,
suppose that apy of Dr. Arnold's actuzl followers
followed him in this point.

But if dogma is no part of Christisnity, the ques-
tion'recurs, what is? The Speclafor of the Gth throws
a strony light upon it. Itsays:—

people in the world, upright and sober, singularly
tree feom violeny crirme, Bospitable, cheerful, and
kiud. They pay, however, it would appear, bat little
atlention to \he exiernals of religion; rarely go to
church, never disscnt from the estabiished form of
worship, and care nothing whatzver for ecclesinati-
ca) discussions., The eclergy ave faw, the churches
poar and scanty, aud oaly opened oppareatly for one
sorvice @ week. In Deumark asin [Jeaven men find
themzelves avle to keep the law of God without the
obzerruace which ia the rest of the Pratestant world
buttreas and prop snd shelter failing virtue. We
suspect the explanation i3 to be fourd in the tempe-
rament of the Dape, which disinclines im to vice
and Calvanism, us it dces toother strong oxcite-
ment,

A strange sort of Heaven. Tut what is remarkable
is the writer's notion of the object of Christianivy, If
men are ‘upright and sober, free from violent crime,
hospitable, chaerful, and kind, the ends of Christi-
anity are sulficiently answered, for the ‘law of God’
iz kept. If men can {com natural temperament do
this withont Christianity they stand in no farther
need of tt. Itisa ‘prop’ tar virtue weaker than
theirs, but theirs can stand without it.

This strikingly illustrates the real nature of the
system which dispenses with dogma, It makes
Christianity & sort of morel poiice. Batno man
can think it possible that God became wmnn and
lived and suffered, and died, only that men might be
f the very best people in the world, i.e., ‘ upright anad
gober, free from violent crime, hoapitable, cheerful,
and kwd.) Good ends a8 these are, they arc gso
purely natural, so absolutely 1o be produced by na
tural means, that no one can imagine that means so
supernatural would be employed to produce them.
Oun tbe oiber band, one Catholic Saiat is a result 8o
clearly beyond nature that although no man can
guy what it iz worth, no man csn uaderteke (o gay
how much it mey uot be worth, Tris after all is
just wheat vne would exjpect if the Christian religion
i3 indeed true. It is perfectly that the peculiar type
of charnctor which it foras should not be found
nnywhere outside the system, and moreover that it
should not be valued.

Englishmen shouid lay these facts Lo heart. The
popular argument in defeace of Anglicanism is that
however inconsistent it may secm, or how hard to
be defended in rensoning, yet its resulta are good.
Tho English people ere highly respeciable. Well,
but it seems the Danes are more respectable siill,
and so frr from having the ‘apostelic suecession’
acd the Sacram:nts, they are admitted to have no
religion at all, But in fact theirais no solitary case.
Everyone who knows the country districts many
miles round Paris is familinr with the phenoreunon.
The pesssuts and farmers are laborious, upright,
and sober, singularly fres from violent crimes,
cheerful and kind. No men on earth work harder,
spend lese, and save more for their families. We
cau 3peak to cazes in which simple peasants, with-
out any specinl opportunities, huve saved so much
thut their drughters, who miny be seen any day sup-
plying the place of a tetber by taking the cow to
feed 1ed by a rope (to prevent it3 trespassing in a
land witbout fences), arec known to be heiresses to
the amount of several thousapd pounds, But'in
France no man need trouble himgelf to go to churcu
or mainiain apy other exiernnl of religion except be
wishes it, for to notice the omission would be felt
izconsistent with the profeasion of religious liberty
end cquality,

The fact i3 that natnral viriuea obtain their re-

ward in natural prosperity. Supernstural virtues
have sometitnes special troubles here, overcome by
an especial priuciple of life. We cannot account
for thi3 by the French temperament. It is fiery
ecough. The' Revolution has divided among the
pessants the material wealth of the country, and
robbed them of the faith. The educational system
favored by the Government of Louis Philippe, and
which io tie maia atill prevails, has tanght them
that crime and vice are directly opposed to their
intereats. Nono of the temptations commaon to pov-
erty aad ignorance exiat among them. Moraliyy, in
the sense in which the word is commonly used, is
nowrnere 80 high. They scruple nothing to commit
astions which the Church regards as mortal sins.
But these must be consistent with tne highest stand-
ard of decency. We are unable toenter into detaila.
Those who really koow the district of which we
speek can supply them. Weil then, here is the
Spectator’s Heaven amoag & population abzolutely
withoat God, and which would scoff at Anglican-
ism much more than at ‘ Popery/’ sgainst which in
general they have nothing 1o say, except by denying
the oxistonce of God and of the soul. '
. To avoid misunderatandings, we repeat that we do
not give this as a description of France (there are
districts in which the whole pecple are bellevars).
That it is a fair description of the peasamta far many
miles round Parfs is absolutely certain, We wmuch

F sions of ticedamp, 407 by falla 1n mines, 147 by ac-

cidents in ghafte, 134 by miscellaneous underground
accidents, and 56 by accidents at the surface. There
were also, iv 1863, 91 deatbs caused by accidents in
and about the inspected ironstone mines of Great
Britain, 14 le3s thao in 1862 ; nine of these were
from explosions of fire damp, 39 from falls in mines,
27 from accideats in shafts, 9 from misceilaneoas ac-
cidents under grouod, and 7 from accidents oan the
gurface. In South Wales one life was lost to every
45,390 to0s of coal raised, and that has been about
the average of the lust eight years; in Scotland the
deaths are a3 low as six per 1,000,000 tons raised.

Qatholic Bishop at Natchez wasrequired to go under
arrest, and wag placed in the small town of Vidalia
for refusing to pray as the General Commandant or-
dered :—* The greatest excitemont was on yesterday
(July 26). You are aware that some time ago thers
was an order issned hete for all tho clergy Lo read
prayers for the President of the United States in
their respective chucches, au every Sunduy, under
Pain, if not complied with, that the oflenders were to
be sent out of their lines, and their churches ciosed
aud taken posseasion of by the military. This order
caused soms correspondenco between Lhe Bishop and
the Generl. Of courae the Bishop could not gom-=
‘ply Witk the order ; the result was an order issued
yesterdny banishing the Bisbop from Natchez, and ra='
port by 12 o'cleck to the Provost Marshal at Videlia, .
where l:e is to remain until the matter is heard of from
Wushington. That part of the order that closes the
chareh is, by order of the Geuaral, suapended. The-
church iz opened 3 uaual.  *I went to see the Bishe
op early in tbe morning, [ never witnessad such &
sight as when the orphans vame 1o bid their father
good-by. About 11 o'clock, the Bishop, Father Grn:
mic, and Father Churlos, got into o carriage, and Mr
Quiglea, Mr Owen and aiyself sleoped into another
eud drove down to the ferry.

His apouta bhave
not for a moment sugpested naything poivting 1o a
setilement on the basiz of union. President Davig
himself, in his iate interview with Messrs Juques
and Kirke, at Richmond, gavo them distinetly to un-
derstund that under no circumsiances would the
Scuth accept less than absolute independence, It
muy be asked, then, on what possible grounds could
thy partiea represented in o Conference of States ex-
pees o arrive at o compromice? We will not ate
tempt to enter fully into tho grand suljoet which
But we think there is tha
broid commen ground for North and South atill to
niget upon—to muke the relationship of the whole of
tho Sutes that of Conledeiney instead of a Federal
Union. Letthe Sonth bave ite indepondent legisla-
ture and governwent—as Austria, Prusaia, or the
olher German States have.  Dut let there he a Fede-
ral Dist for the yprotection of inleresis common to
both szctiona o thelr dealiugs with faoreigu Powors,
and for tho csteblislumest of an Americun Zollve-
vein, This would leave tho American people onc a3
muech ag we aes Germupy--the whole Yeuronic race
--ono people to-day, bound together for the aggertion
of German rights in the most remote corner of
FEurope. Itis true thers would be two Presidents,
two Coogresses, rnd two geparate aystems of home
adwinistrations; but there would be a Confaderacy
fer mutuzl eupport in case of tiouble with outside
Powers, Thers would be a common toriff, and thers
might be a commeon coiaage sud cucrancy—that is i€
thae old State Daok systern —as secms most likely to
bz the case~should got to the wall. The navigable
rivers, too, would be under the regulastions of the
Federal Diet; nnd the perplexing question of slavery
being subject solely to Southern centrol, either in
the State Legislatures or the Southern Congress,
would bo forever removed from the political arena,
Fugitive sleve laws would be rendered useless, of
rather they could not exist; for the South haviog no
voice in the Northern Qongress, could cxact no gti-
jlulutivng ot protection for thia gort of property, and
thiz fruitful source ot irritation would soun &ry up.
There would, after all, it is truo, bo the great quese
tion of the dividing line to settle ; but a simple vota
of the people in their dilfecent States would sottle
this. The South would hardly claim, and tie North
would certainiy not give up Maryland. 1t ig doubte
ful whether a majority in Miasouri would not go
with the North, And berond this the ouly jebate-
able groand wonld be the mountain counties of West
Virginia and East Tennessee. For we assume, of
course, that were the Yacnkees imported into New
Orleans during the lest three years left out of ac-
couat, there would be only fifty votes cust against
& Southern Confederacy in the whole of I.ouisiana.
A line drawn somewhere about the porallel of the
southern frontier of Kentucky, west of the Allegha-
nieg, and that of Point Lookout on the Lower Pot-
omac, east of the Alleghrnies, would embrace nearly
all the districts that, so far as we can see, have any
strong Nortbern sympathies; and we do not think,
if it camo to tho gucstion of boundaries, that tha
sturnbling-bleck in the way would be fouud at all in=
surmountible. This question of & CUanfederacy ine
stend of a l'ederal Union, is, after all, the ooly logl.
cal issue of the States’ Rights dectrine. Under &
consolidated Government, State rights necessarily
disnppear, Bere in the North they have disappeared
already. The functions of the State wmilitin have
almost aiready loaped into the hends of the national
wilitary antborities. Continue the conquest of tha
South, and a cen‘ral military despotiam becomes &
necessity. Conquest implies the power of keeping
the conquered in & atate of perpetual 3ubmission,—
The military business does not end with -the over-
throw—were even that posaible—of the Southern
armies under Leo and General Hoed. The Southern-
ers would have to be treated as the Poles are, and
the grand feature of the Republic then would be the
frowning military bagtiles and ita vast military ore
gauisatton. The Southern history of the past threa
years would have to he blotted out, and some of the
proudest monuments of military achievements razed
to the ground. 7That sober men sbould begin to
think that there may be & way ont of ithe trouble
without accepting such a fearful conclusion, i3 nae
tural, The pzace movement, therafore, we believa,
