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ARTICLE XXVII
Non-payment of contributions

Member Countries which are more than two years in arrears with the
payment of their financial contribution forfeit the privileges of membershiP
and in particular the rights of vote until such time as their payments aré
regularised.

SECTION V

MISCELLANEOUS CLAUSES
ArTicLE XXVIII
Relationships with other International Organisations

The Institute shall establish with specialised Agencies of the United Nations
Organisation and with other international bodies such relationships as may
assure collaboration in the achievement of their respective aims.

ARTICLE XXIX
Legal capacity, privileges and immunities

The Institute enjoys in the territory of each of its Member Countries such
legal capacity and status as may be necessary for the exercise of its functions
and the fulfilment of its aims as defined in separate agreements made with the
interested Member Countries.

ARTICLE XXX
Official Languages
The official languages of the Institute are French and English.
