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4. Were any measures taken by the government to ascertain who was
responsible for this combine for the restraint of trade in butter?

5. If so, what were they?

6. Were any prosecutions instituted against the authors and those who
gained by this combine in restraint of trade?

7. If so, when, and what were the results of these prosecutions?
