By unanimous consent, the hour for Private Members' Business was
suspended.

At 5.31 o'clock p.m. the House resolved itself into Committee of the Whole
to consider a certain proposed resolution to amend the Post Office Act and
at 6.02 o'clock p.m., progress having been made and reported the Commit-tee
obtained leave to consider it again at the next sitting of the House.
