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have noV gone overseas in large numbera.
I come from a section of country whence
the very beat of our blood has gone Vo the
front. I have seen women hold their chul-
dren to their breast and amile as they aaid
good-bye to the mon who were entraining
Vo go overseas. I have seen themn hold their
chuldren close Vo them as the train pulled

fromý the station, as they turned awyay with
a sob in their throa-ts. I have been in con-
tact with these people month in and month
out, year in and year ýout, aince the 'war
commenced, 'and I have seen sacrifices
made by them whîch macle my heart bleed.
Yet, we are told these women macle no

sacrifices, and that their financial. condition
is better than it was before the war. Per-
hapa, the financial condition of -some of
them is better than before the war, but
surely the people who have macle tremen-
doua sacrifices are entiVled to a great deal
of considexation. Surely these women who
have borne the shock of the tehegram hand-
ed Vo them telling Vhem of a brother or a
husband being taken away, are entitled to
consideration. If 1 know the sentiments
of the women of this country it is this:
that, although they may 'want the vote, and
manly worthy women may be, disappointed
at noV getting it, I do believe there are
but kew reasonable women fromn one end of
Canada to the other who will noV be pro-
pared Vo say that the womén who have
sacrificed su much by giving their maie
relatives Vo this. war have a right to aay
what Government shaîl take charge of the
destinies of the country for the next few
years, whether a government which is de-
termined to see this war carried on until
AV is brought to a victorious conclusion
shaîl be placed in power, or 'whether we
are to have a government in power which
is opposed Vo selective conscription, and
which *will only endeavour to secure rein-
forcements by voluntary rnethods. Those
who have been connected with the history
of 'the effort know that iV ia futile now Vo
attempt to geV further men in that -way.
Are the men who have died and given their
hives in Flanders, Vo have macle that sacri-
fice iii vain? Are those'of us who have
aaid good-bye to frienda we will nover see
again Vo say that the sacrifice these mon
have macle amounts to naught? J. McDon-
aid Mowat, the man who oppose4 me in
the laat election *as a brave man. No
braver man could bo found. He wont to
the front and his duat enriches Fiancera.
Ho gave bis 111 e to the nation, and am I
Vo stand by and soe this sacrifice macle in

k vain? I cannot bring myself tu it. I voted

for conscription because 1 believe the men
at the iront are entitled to reinforcements
from Canada, and I will vote for this Bill
for the samne reason. I desire tu see this
war carried to a successful conclusion, and
I believe the true Canadians are in syfli-
pathy *with my ideas, in sympathy wi'th
the cause of the British Empire, and in
sympathy with thosé who have said to the
men now at the front, "If you volunteer
and go, we on our part, will see that no
atone isleft unturned to see that the last

mran and the hast dollar that Canada can
spare is used to secure, you necessary rein-
forcements." ýI vote for 'this Bill, so that
those whose sympathies are 'with the British
Empire and with democracy, may have the
decision as tuo what Government shall be
in power after the next election takes place.

MT. D. D. McKENZIE (North Cape Bre-
ton): I arn sure that any observations
vehioli are macle by hon. gentlemen ýsup-
porting the Government to the effect that
the people o-1 thia -country are auxicua to
win 'the war, and anxioua 'Vo do anything
,and everything neceseary for the !support
and comifort of the soldiers at the, front la
noV controverted by members on this eide
(Y[ the House, or by anyone else, in this
'Country, es f ar as I know. I am1 BU-rpTiBed

that a menaber of the experience and in-
tellectual talents of the hon. member for
Kingston (Mr. Nickle) should find it neces-
sary to stand up in, this Fluse and make
an argument that he is -supporting hs Bihl
because, in isome far-fetchedl and indirect
way, he tbink8 it is going tu help the sol-
dher at the -front. I am sure there is only
one mind, heart and thought in this couri-
,try -so f ar as that aubjeet ia concerned, and
I trust the hon. member for Kingston wvi11,
for ail 'tipe, disrniss from his mind the
idek that s~eel any other ithought on thie
side of the House,. or in the Liberal party
of thia oountry. I ain sure he lias noV found
any man on this aide of the House voting
again8t any proposition, financi-al or other-
wise, that waa calculated tuo advanoe the
cause .of the Al-lies in this great struggle.

I cannot agree, Sir, with the ph.iloaophy
of the member for Kingston concerning
Germana i -Canada, either those în the faer
West or those in Ontario. IV seema that
under Tory rule, andl according 'Vo Tory doc-
trine and Tory belief, the thraldom of far-
away counitries is etili binding upon 6ub-
jecots of those, countries who come to settie
-i Canada. Before Tory ruie was comn-
menced, Al was a, generally accepted prin-
ciple tliat the moment such men set fout
