Dr. How­
land mentioned that he was short of money. I 
wonder whether the Prime Minister would 
consider discussing this matter with his col­
leagues. I refer to allocating money for this 
very important study which will be so impor­
tant to the national revenue of Canada.

declaration, particularly article 20 (1)?

Mr. Thompson (Red Deer): The question 
has been asked, sir.

Right Hon. P.-E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
