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Hon. Jean-Eudes Dubé (Minister of Veterans Affairs):
Statistical information relating to this question bas not
been maintained in the categories specified. To provide
the information as requested would require an examina-
tion of each veteran student's file. Training at the elemen-
tary and secondary school levels was provided to approxi-
mately 29,000 World War II veterans in order to qualify
them for entry to trades training or post-secondary educa-
tion. Trades training was provided for 80,495 veteran stu-
dents, and post-secondary education including university
was provided to 53,949 veteran students. These figures
include those who have received educational benefits
under the Pensioners Training Regulations subsequent to
the immediate post-World War II period.

WORLD WAR II VETERANS-TOTAL COST OF
EDUCATIONAL ASSISTANCE

What was the total amount paid to veterans of the Second World

War for educational rehabilitation payments?

Hon. Jean-Eudes Dubé (Minister of Veterans Affairs):
The total cost of educational assistance provided to veter-
ans of World War II under the post-discharge rehabilita-
tion order, the Veterans Rehabilitation Act and Pension-
ers Training Regulations was $197,202,453 to March 31,
1971 including the costs of education and training paid to
educational institutions and allowances to the veteran
student.

BRITISH COLUMBIA-REMOVAL OF TRANS-CANADA
HIGHWAY SIGNS

Does the government support the recently announced British

Columbia Government policy to remove Trans-Canada Highway
signs on that part of No. 1 Highway going through British
Columbia and to replace them with signs "British Columbia No.
1"?

Mr. Gérard Duquet (Parliamentary Secretary to Minis-
ter of Transport): The Trans-Canada Highway sign was
designed by representatives of all ten provinces in cooper-
ation with federal government officials. By agreement by
all ten provinces, this route marker was erected along the
entire Trans-Canada Highway. It would be regrettable if
the Government of British Columbia or of any other prov-
ince saw fit to withdraw from this voluntary agreement.
