Altho as a rule it is considered one of 
the most difficult things under the suu 
to accomplish, the Tecumsens snowed 
that the task of downing an Irish aggre­
gation was somewhat overrated. At the 
island yesterday afternoon, aitho the 
Montrealltea were the league leaders ana 
had Just tour days heroic turned lue 
trick by1 7 m l, toe Indians rallied to tne 
standard, and an overwhelming onslaught 
of red put tne green shirts under, 
only Utile eruption on the surface of the 
island tavorltes’ victory was the fact 
that they let the Irish get one more goal 
or. the round ; otherwise tne tables would 
have been completely turned and every­
thing would have been quits. The score 
was seven to two, but tne difference be­
tween the two teams was even greater 
than the score.

After all the splash that the same Irish 
started at the conclusion of the game 
Saturday. It is very hard to figure out 
how they ever accomplished tne deed. 
Their home, which is supposed to be the 
strongest in the league, were helpless 
against the Indians’ delence, while the 
Tecumseh fielders had no trouble in get­
ting Inside whenever they wanted to. The 
i nly time that the visltorqjlisplayed any­
thing like their press reports was in the 
third quarter, but the sudden exhibit of 
life did not last long.

The Tecumseh defence was a perfect 
bulwark against them and would not be 
drawn out. no matter how safe the situ­
ation. That was the only policy, and 
the game to play against their opponents, 
end Teaman, who was heartily welcomed 
back into the game, Whitehead & Co., 
allowed them very- little breathing space.

Indians In Great Shape.
The red shirts played a grand game 

from the. goal out, and every man on the 
team was in the limelight at some period 
of the struggle. The veteran-like work 
of the new comers, Carmichael, Green 
and Smith, was especially noticeable. 
Their combination under close checking 
was most effective, and they are likely 
to become fast favorites with the fans, 
with their lively doings. McGregor and 
Querrle figured In nearly every attack, 
and they were always on the job. altho 
they received some heavy bumps, and 
also gave some in return. The way 
Charlie put Baker down in the second 
quarter with a stiff bodycheck was very 
exhilarating, especially after the raw 
stuff. that the victim had been getting 
away with. Even the Weston pacer, Fred 
Rcwntree. pulled off some nice runs, and 
happened to come In handy In a couple 
of tight places.

Baker was the strong man for the 
green shirts, and his fielding was the 
feature of the game, as he was likely the 
fastest man on the field. He spoiled sev­
eral chances, tho, in trying to pull off 
seine rough stuff. The Scott brothers 
were watched too closely to be effective, 
tho once In a while they broke away and 
looked dangerous, but nothing came of 
their attacks. Neville and , Cameron 
worked overtime, altho once the whole 
Montreal team was called back to assist 
the defence. Roberts, who jumped into 
the game in the third quarter, tried hard 
to stop some of the big fellows, but his 
game attempts did not meet with real 
success. He put some life Into the home, 
however, . 1

The first quarter was a great see-saw 
battle, and the ball traveled up and down 
the field, but failed to find 
place for nineteen minutes, 
meantime the strenuous plays began to 
get the players, and they started to 
rough things up. and several choice 
nieces of stick work got past. Finally, 
Frlker and Monday came to blows in the 
centre of the field and they were prompt-

put nut of the game. Carmichael re­
placed Felker. and Charles George took

Monday's place. Signalizing his advent 
to the game. Carmichael bored right In 
and netted the first goal In nineteen min­
utes.

The second quarter opened with 
other attack on the Green Shirts' goal, 
but the Indians lost chance after chance, 
to score by wild shooting. Guy Smith 
secured the next goal in five minutes on 
a pass from McGregor.

Trouble for the Irish
Seeing that the Irish defence was hav­

ing a lot of trouble, all the home was 
called back, and in spite of the superior 
numbers the Tecumsehs held the ball for 
several minutes. Guy Smith finally cir­
cled the goal and passed to McGregor, 
who sent a slzzlcr at Brennan. It hit 
him on the leg and bounced In, after 
thirteen minutes of play. The quarter 
ended with the score three to nothing In 
favor of the Tecumsehs.

The third quarter saw the Irish dis­
play some real life and the game became 
more equal, but the enemy failed 
to get in close enough. After fifteen 
minutes of good lacrosse, Querrle shot, 
but It was blocked. Green rushed In, 
however, and batted the ball In on the 
rebound before Brennan could clear. The 
latter was lucky on numerous other oc­
casions to stop likely looking shots with 
his body. Roberts secured the first goal 
for the Green Shirts, when he completed 
a nice piece of combination work with 
McIntyre, and beat Kinsman in five,min­
utes. The quarter ended with the score 
four to one In favor of the Indians

In the fourth < quarter Jimmy Collins 
placed Rowntree and M. Cummins 
replaced George. It was nothing but the 
Indians all the way. and Carmichael 
bulged the net with a hard low one from 
right in front, when Green mode n nice 
pass from behind the net In six minutes.

McDougall replaced Guy Smith and 
Fred Scott retired in favor of Laden.

Roberts again did the tallying stunt 
for the visitors, when he best McKen­
zie and scored with only Kinsman ■ in 
front of him.

Not content with the ample lead al­
ready secured, MeDouvsll Carmichael 
end Green pulled off a brilliant, piece of 
work and scored the sixth for the Te­
cumsehs. McDougall ripped a pass over 
to Carmichael behind the net. who sent 
sn underhand one to Green, who was ly­
ing right in front, and the latte*- promut - 
ly located the net in fou- minute*.
