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The Law T'¥mes notes the statistics we
recently published with reference to the
results of trial by judge and by jury up-
on the number of convictions, and con-
cludes by thinking it somewhat remark-
able, after looking at the figurves, that
offenders ever elect to be tried by the
Judge.

A question which has given rise to
much discussion in the purliens of Doe-
tors’ Commons, has recently been for the
first time expressly decided by Vice-
Chancellor Little, of the Lancaster Chan-
cery Court. He held with some hesita-
tion that where a testator appoints his -
wife to be his executrix during her
widowhood, and she dies without having
married again, that her execulor repre-
sents the testator: Mayers v. Langlon,
17 Sol. Jour. 537.

Mr. Edwin James, who has been re-
fused re-admitttance to the Bar of Eng-
land, is about to be received into the
ranks of the attorneys, unless the ex-
aminers refuse to examine him, when he
must apply to the Court of Queen’s Bench
to compel them to do so. The Law
Times says a gross indignity has been
perpetrated upon the profession by the
solicitor to whom Mr. James has been
articled, by the insertion of the name of
the latter, still an articled clerk, in the
corner of the card of the solicitor.

On a trial for an assault, a surgeon, in
giving his evidence, informed the Court,
that on examining the prosecutor, he
found him suffering “from a severe con-
