Rule I.— To reduce Currency into Dollars and

Cents.—Reduce the sum to sixpences, and add

a cipher if there be no odd pence in the sum to

be reduced ; and if there be odd pence, add

their equivalent in cents. The result will be

the sum in cents.

Examples.

1. Reduce £5 Is. to dollars and cents.

£5:1:0

2020 cents.

Answer, $20.20.

2. Reduce £8 63. 9d. to dollars and cents.

£8:6:9

333 sixpences,

ladd equivalent in cents of 3d, 5

3335 cents.

Answer, $33.35.
