—In reviewing the present Northwest­
ern crop situation, F. W. Thompson, 
vice-president and managing director 
of the Ogjlvle Flour Mills Co., said:

“The total quantity of wheat mar­
keted to daté exceeds >100.000,000 bush­
els.
