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SPANISH INFLUENZA

S. 0. S. Lectures to Young Lady Volunteers

Lecture No. 3—General Symptoms.

virulent virus, and there follows a gen-
eral immunity among -those of the
population who have been infected. As
the epidemic dies out, the infection de-
creases in virulence and only sporadic
cases occur. From such cases anda
probably chronic carniers, local out-
breaks occur; but the general immu-
nity prevents a genenal epidemic.
After a period 3 years  a new sus-
ceptible population has replaced the
immune one, and with the introduction
of a fresh virulent virus a general epi-
demic is again brought about. This
would account for the great suscepti-
bllity of young pemsons, and as it is
twenty-eight years since the last great
epldemic, we should not expect many
individuals above thirty years of age
to be now affected.

Causation:

The causative agent of epidemic in-
fluenza has not been certainly recog-
nized. The attachment of the name
“influenza bactllus” to a small bacillus
described by Pfeiffer in 1892 has been
followed by its frequent reception as
the actual specific agent. There is,
however, much uncertainty
etiologic role. "It is"to be hoped that
the study of the present epidemic may
lead to some certain knowledge tre-
garding the essential cause of the dis-
eage. This should enable us to deter-
mine whether the endemic cases and
those of limdted mild epidemics are
really identical with the ones observed
in the great periodic outbreaks.

Course of the Disease.

The cases in the present epidemic
begin usually quite suddenly with
pain in the head, back, eyes, limbs and
Joints. With the pains there is great
prostration, chilliness' and a fever of
from 101 to 104 ¥. The pulse does not
bedome. very rapid, and the patient
often is drowsy. Vomiting may occur.
Sometimes there may be diarrhoea, but
usually there Is constipation. After
the disease has become established the
mucous membranes of the nose and
throat become reddened, and there is
gmeezZing and redness of the conjunc-
tiva. Involvement of the larynx, caus-
and of the bronehd,
causing cough, are common. There is
an associated leukopenia or a normal
leulsocyte.count. A leukocytosis points
to some complication. The fever grad-
ually falls to normal after a few days,
and more or less prostration is present
during convalescence. A transient al-
burmminuria is frequent. Many of ‘the
cases have hemorrhages of the mucous
membranes of the nose, some of the
urethra or bowel.

8econdary Pneumonia.

monia develops after a few days, and
this is responsible for most of the fa-
talities. The pneumonia differs from
the usual picture of pneumonia, in
that the temperature . may be very
slight and the pulse rate may give lit-
tle indication of the , gravity of the
condition, These cases, instead of sub-
siding, may come down to practically
normal temperature for twelve hours,
then there may be a sharp rise in
temperature, not followed by a chill,
‘backache, boAeache, headache or
nausea.

About this time there may also be
expectoration containing bright red
blood. As a rule, twelve or twenty-
four hours after the second .rise of
temperature, on physical examination,
in the lower lung, in a preponderance
of cases on the left side, small areas
about the size of a silver dollar of
typical pneumonic consolidation are
found by auscultation. These areas
may become marked, so that by the
second day of the second rise, scattered
thru the lung, probably both lungs, ten
or fifteen of these - small areas may
have appeared. If the patient did well,
these would gradually disappear. They
did not resolve as a Pneumonia would
resolve. - The clearing up of the lung
after this in the recovered patients
was remarkable as to its rapidity.
Other cases went on to a typical lobar,
massive consolidation, as far as the
physical signs were concerned, with
dullness, increase in fremitus, typical
tubular voice and breathing, and all
the signs, except that there was not
a very marked increase in the pulse
rate, and the respirations were not up
to this time markedly. increased.

Cases with almost complete con-
solidation of the lung, as to the lower
lobes, with a temperature of 106, would
have a pulse around 100, with respira-
tions 24 to 26. There may be rapidly
developing toxemia and vasomotor
depression, with death of the patient
resulting in many cases.

Incubation Pericd.

The incubation period in these in-
fluenzas is probavly very short, but it
is difficult to obtain accurate figures
on this point. The diseasc is probably
spread entirely by contact infection,
the virusof the disease being dissem-
inated for short distances thru -drop-
lets driven into the air in coughing
and sneezing. Circumstances which
favor this means of spread, such as
crowding in cars, favor the spread of
the disease, 2

Treatment,

The treatment of the disease Is
largely symptomatic. Acetytsalicylic
acid or similar remediecs may be re-
quired to relieve the pain. The acetyl-
galicylic acid may be given in a dos-
age of 1 gm. (15 grains) every three

hours, as advised by Hewlett, or a
smaller dose combined with 0.1 gm. (2
grains) of acetphenetidin, until symp-
tomatic relief iz secured. Warm baths
may give reilef, ~altno in numerous
cases hydrotherapeutic methods failed
aad were discarded. The mouth should
be kept clean and elimination stimu-
lated by the free ingpstion of water
and hot drinks. 'The patient should
Le kept in bed in a well-ventilated
rcom until the fever has disappeared.
Chilling should be avoided. The latter
precautions will do much in avoiding
the occurrencs of complications.

When pneumon!a develops, _as in-
dicated by moist rales in the base of
the lungs, wita or without dulness on
percussion, the patient demands parti-
cular care. Every effort mnust be made
to rrovide for an adequate intake of
fluids and for mnourishment, which
1oust be given in fluid form to a large
extent., Warm packs are often useful,
combined with the applicatién of cold
to the head. With any indication of
falling Thearts stimulants are indi-
cated.

In the cases of secondary pneumonia,
many of which result futally, the chief
conditions to be combated are ‘the
severe toxemia and the vasomotor de-
pression. The toxemia may be com-
hated by the usual methods, getting
fluids into the body by mouth or proc-
toclysis or even by hypodermoclysis.
fmall doses of ecpinephrin may be
given at the sama time., The removal
of the toxemia may be aided by secur-
ing elimination, giving large doses of
salts, such as magnesium citrate, or
Ly the giving of cilomel., In severe
cases venesection may prove extreme-
ly- valuable. If a marked cyanosis
cceurs, as I8 frequently the case,
this may be combated by the use
of oxygen by inhalation, perhaps ac-
cerding to the method devired by Melt-
zer or even as has been suggested by
Dr. F. Tice, by injection of oxygen
under the skin. The prostration is to
he combated by the use of the usual
srimulants, such as caffein and sodium
tenzoate, digitalis, strophanthus or
camphorated o& usually hypodermi-
cally. The' fin #'stages in this pneu-
monia are frequently a massive exu-
dation into the lungs and bronchi.
Efforts have hbeen made tov combat this
by the use of morphine and large doses
cf atropin, in some cases as much
us 0,0025 gm,, or 1-25 gruin, being used.

Specific measures are not available
in the treatment of :nfiuenza. With
certain identification of the casual
agent .Wwe may hope for some special
protective measures and perhaps for
some specific therapeutic serum.

In the absence of a specific virus to
be' used in immunizing animals, there

. romains but one source of a therapeu-

t'c serum at the present time. This is
in the blood of persons recently re-
covered from the discase. It is quite
rrobable that the blood of convalescent
ratients contairs antibodies for the
specific agent of the disease. It would
Le desirable to !aject citrated conval-
escent blood into the muscles of pa-
{ients with pneumonia at least. Na-
turally such blood should be known
to give a negitive Wassermann reac-
tion. In view of the strikingly bene-

S

ficial results from convalescent serum
in scarlet fever secured by a number
of observers it seemns reasonable to try
tais in influenzal pneuinonia, especial-
ly as it is devoid of any harmful ef-
fects,

Prophylaxis,

The measures to be taken to prevent
the spread of the disease comprise all
those which interfere with the transfer
cf the infectlous mater'als from the
sick to the uninfected. This includes
imolation of the patient :nd the intel-
ligent use of proper gauze masks by
the attendant. In the time of an epi-
demic prompt and efficjent isolation
6f the first cases in' & community
could accomplisii much. If this has
been neglected and the infection has
spread among the population measures
which prevent the coming together of
rumbers of persons in close quarters
are to -be employed. The desirability
of closing schnoig in a large city in
the presence of 'an epidemic is a
measure of doubtful value. In smaller
places this is more reasonable, and the
danger of infection when children are
outdoors should be less than when they
are brought together in a school room.
