In their presentment which the 
grand jury at the assizes returned 
yesterday, they stated that Toronto 
Jail, notwithstanding its age and lack 
of attention, would serve its purpose. 
They criticized -the obsolete ventilat­
ing system, and stated that the cor­
ridors were crowded to double their 
capacity. The sanitary arrangements 
should be improved.

“There appears to be no provision 
for exercise in the open air, except 
for a dozen working in the grounds. 
All the inmates should have compul­
sory exercise in the open air daily, 
even if more guards are required.

The dungeon, all that its name im­
plies, was at the time of inspection 
exceedingly cold, altho occupied, while 
the jail generally is not very warm, 
and a weakly prisoner transferred 
there might suffer from the change. 
This form of punishment is only in­
flicted, the president declared, after 
investigation by the governor, and a 
record is kept of each occurrence.

The women's section, altho requir­
ing painting, the jury found to be in 
good condition, and the equipment 
ample for the ten unfortunates at 
present there. The acting-governor 
and staff, the jury found, to be effi­
cient, and compassionate without be­
ing sentimental. “They should not 
be required to be on duty for any such 
time as the 86 to 90 hours per week, 
which their records show is the 
at present. Returned soldiers are 
pecially qualified for the work.”

Prisoners awaiting trial or
