THE WAR DEPARTMENT.

The report of the Secretary of War
exhibits satisfactory conditions in the
several branches of the public service
intrusted to his charge.

With the exception of delicate duties
in the suppression of slight Indian dis-
turbances along  our southwestern
boundary, in which the Mexican troops
co-operated, and - the compulsory but

During the past year rapid progress

POSTAL MATTERS,

Deficit Less Than Last Year—Reforms in
the Service Recommended.

Our Postoffice Department is in good
condition and the exhibit made of 'its
operations during the fiscal year end-
ed June 30, 1896, if allowance is made
for imperfections in the laws applicable
to it, is very tory. The total
receipts during the year wene $82,499, -
208.40. The total expenditures were
$90,626,296.84, inclusive of $1,5659,898.27,
which was earned by the Pacific Rail-
road for transportation, and credited
on their debt to the Governmenit.
There was an increase of receipts over
the previous year of $5,516,080.21, or 7
per cent., and an increase of expendi-
tures of $3,836,124.02, or 4.42 per cent.

The year's report shows large ex-
tensions of both star route service
and railway mail service, with in-
creased postal facilities. Much high-
er accuracy in handling mails has
also been reached. The deficit for the
last year, although much Iless than
that of the last and years,
emphasiZes the necessity for legisla-
tion to correct ¢he growing abuse of
second-class rates, to which the de-
ficlency is mainly attnibutable. The
transmission at the rate of one cent a
pound of serial libraries, advertising
sheets, sample copies, and the like,
ought certainly to be discontinued.

VACANT LANDS.

Our public lands, originally amount-
ing to 1,840,000,000 acres, have been 80
reduced that only about 600,000,000
""acres still remain in Government con-
| trol, excluding Alaska. The total In-
dian population of the United States
is 177,285, according to a4 census made
in 1895, exclusive of those within the
State of New York and those com-

the five civilized tribes. Of
this number thers are approximately
88,000 children of school age. During
the year 23,393 of these weme enrolled
in schools.

It may be said in general terms that
in every particular the dmprovement
of the Indians under Government care
:lu been most marked and encourag-
ng.

THE PENSION ROLL.

The diminution of our enormous pen-
sion 1oll and the decrease of pemsion
expenditure, which have been so often
confidently floretold, still fail in ma-
terial realization. The number of pen-
stoners on the rolls at the close of the
fiscal year ended Jume 30, 1896, was
970,678. This is the largest number
ever re| The amount paid ex-
clusively for pensions during the year
was $138,214,761.94, a slight decrease
from that of the preceding year, while
the total expenditures an account of
pensions, including the cost of main-
taining the department and expemses
attending pension distribution,
amounted to $142,206,660.59, or within
a very small fraction of one-third of
the entire expense of supporting the
Government during the same year.
The mumber of mew pension certifl-
cates issued was 90,640. Of these 40,-
374 represent original allowances of
cdlaims and 15,878 increases of existing
pensions. The sum appropriated for
the payment of pensions for the ocur-
rent fiscal year ending June 30, 1897,
is $140,700,000, and for the succeeding
year it is estimated that the same
amiount will be necessary.

CIVIL SERVICE REFORM.

The progress made in civil service re-
form furnishes a cause for the utmost
congratulation. It has survived the
doubts of its friends as well as the
rancor of its enemies, and has gained
a permanent place among the agencies
|destined to cleanse our politics and to
{improve, economize and elevate the
public service. There are now . in the
competitive classified service upwards
of 84,000 places. More than half of
these have been included from time to
time since March 4, 1893.

The Inter-State Commerce Commis-
sion has, during the last year, supplied
abundant evidence of its usefulness and
the importance of the work committed
to its charge.

THE TARIFF LAW,

Mr. Cleveland Stands by the Existing Biil
as & Revenune Producer,

I desire to recur to the statement
elsewhere made concerning the Govern-

ment’s receipts and expenditures for
the purpose of venturing upon some
suggestions touching our present tariff
law and its operation. This statute
law took effect on Aug. 28, 1894. ‘What-
ever may be its shortcomings, as a
complete measure of freer and greater
exchange of commodities between us
and other countries, it has furnished a
wider market for our products and
manufactures.

The only entire fiscal, year -during
which this law has been in force end-
ed on June 30, 1896. In that year our
imports increased over those of the
previous year more than $6,500,000,
while the value of the domestic pro-
ducts we exported, and which found
markets abroad, was nearly $70,-
000,000 more than during the preceding
year. I believe our present tariff law,
if allowed a fair opportunity, will. in
the near future, yield a revenue which,
with reasonably economical expendi-
tures, will overcome all deficiencies. In
the meantime mo deficit that has oc-
curred or may occur need excite or dis-
turb us. To meet any such deficit we
have in the Treasury, in addition toa
gold reserve of one hundred millions.
a surplus of more than one hundred
and twenty-eight millions of dollars
applicable to the payment of the ex-
penses of the Government and which
must, unless expended for that pur-
pose, remain a useless hoard, or, if not
extravagantly wasted, must in any
event, be perverted from the purpose of
its exaction from our people. The
payment, therefore, of any deficiency
in the revenue from this fund, is noth-
ing more than its proper and legiti-
mate use.

WEAKNESS AND VICES.

This reference to the condition and
prospects of our revenues naturally
suggests an allusion to the weakness
and vices of our financial methods.
